As per the decision of 143rd meeting held on 27th to 29 June 2009, The Show Cause Notice for the following deficiency was issued on 18.07.2009

· The Faculty is not appointed through dully constituted selection committee as per NCTE norms.

· Ten computers are not sufficient for 100 D.Ed., 100 B.Ed. students and proposed M.Ed. course students.

· Khasra Number / Plot number is not mentioned on building map.

· The number of titles in the library is not as per NCTE norms. 

· As per CD, Multipurpose Hall is small.
After considering the reply of the institution submitted on 14.07.2009 the Committee in 146th meeting held from 05th to 07th Aug 2009 decided to refuse recognition for Med. Course. Accordingly the refusal order was issued on 17.08.2009.

The aggrieved institution filed a writ petition in the Hon’ble High Court of Delhi against the said refusal order Consequently M/s. Sikri and Company, advocate, NCTE New Delhi has informed vide Email dated 13.04.2010 forwarding therewith the proceeding of the High Court Stating that the matter has been adjourned for hearing on 26.04.2010.

The advocate Delhi has further requested to immediately look in to the matter and give him the instructions on the above case so that the direction of the Hon’ble Court as contained in the said letter may co complied with.

Since the Court has given time up to 26.04.2010, the NRC Committee may take decision accordingly.
	The File is lying with HQ, NCTE, New Delhi. Hence, the committee could not take the decision.

2. This is similar nature of case filed by the other institution in   17th appeals in the D.B. and in compliance of order dated 01.04.2010, the matter was considered in 158th meeting and the Committee decided to close all the files pertained to the 17th appeals.

3. In the judgment passed in Writ Petition No. 834/2009 pertaining to the above college, it is stated that “List on 23.03.2010 alongwith D.B. civil appeals 826/2009” which was one of the appeals filed by Sant Radha Raman Teachers Training College and subsequently in compliance of the court order passed on 01.04.2010 the Committee decided to close the file.

4. Hence in view of the above matter is placed for decision 

	As per the direction of Hon’ble High Court, the committee considered the case and the observations are as follows:

· The khasra number / plot number is not mentioned on the building plan. 

· Number of titles is not as per NCTE norms. 

· The Faculty has not been appointed as per NCTE norms for B.Ed.

· The college Website has not been developed as per NCTE norms. 

· Ten computers are not enough for an intake of 100 students.

· All labs are ill equipped.

· As per the policy of NCTE, there is a ban for opening new Institution for starting B.Ed., STC (D.Ed.). and Shiksha Shastri.  

Hence, the committee decides to close the file and return FDRs if submitted.

	Remarks:
The petitioner is aggrieved of the order dated 29.07.2009 (Annexure P-3) whereby the file of the petitioner for grant of admission for B.Ed. Course has been closed on account of non-completion of deficiencies earlier pointed out to the petitioner . The appeal preferred by the petitioner against the aforesaid order also stands dismissed by the competent Appellate Authority.

Learned counsel for the petitioner submits that now the petitioner has completed all the formalities and removed the deficiencies as were communicated to the petitioner. The only question is whether the petitioner has removed all the deficiencies pointed out by the respondents. Though some deficiencies have been pointed out in the impugned order, however with a view to provide a fair opportunity to the petitioner, another opportunity is granted to the petitioner to remove all the deficiencies within a period of four weeks. On completion of all formalities and removal of deficiencies, the respondents will re-examine the claim of the petitioner on merits and pass order within a period of four weeks thereafter.
	The original file of the Institution, reply of the Institution along with all other related documents, act of NCTE, 1993, Regulations and Guidelines of NCTE published from time to time were considered by the committee and the committee observes the following:

· The CLU has not yet been submitted.

· Building completion certificate issued by competent authority has not yet been submitted.

· The land is not in the name of the Institution. 

· Building plan is without plot number/ kasra number.

The said institution filed a writ petition on 3907/2010 in the Hon’ble High Court Allahabad.


The petitioner institution was granted recognition for running B.Ed Course by the NCTE for Two years, i.e. for the academic sessions 2008-09 and 2009-10, but in the absence of affiliation being granted by the University, the admissions could not be made. In the meantime, the Academic session 2009-2010 has been declared Zero Session by the State Govt. and, therefore the petitioner has been informed by the University that if it wants affiliation for running B.Ed Course for the Academic session 2010-11, then it should get the recognition order modified by the NCTE.

The Petitioner has already approached the NCTE and looking to the facts and circumstances of the case, we direct that the NCTE shall take an early decision in the matter, in accordance with law, without any unreasonable delay.

The writ petition is disposed of accordingly.

The said institution filed a writ petition on 11886/2010 in the Hon’ble High Court Allahabad.

NKBR College of Professional Studies, Meerut and its Chairman have filed this petition for quashing the Appellate order dated 08th October, 2009 passed by the National Council for Teacher Education and for a direction upon it to consider the grant of recognition to the B.Ed Course as the deficiency pointed out in the order has since been removed.

It is stated by Sri Ashok Khare, learned Senior Counsel appearing for the petitioners that earlier the Northern Regional Committee of National Council for Teacher Education had rejected the application filed by the petitioner- institution for granting recognition to the B.Ed Course and the appeal filed by the petitioners before the National Council for Teacher Education was rejected on the ground that the land on which the existing B.ED Course was running was mortgaged with the State Bank of India. Learned Senior Counsel states that the Bank has now issued a letter that the land is no longer mortgaged with the bank and in this connection, the petitioners have also submitted a representation dated 14th January, 2010 before the Member Secretary of the National Council for Teacher Education but no order has been passed as yet. He submits that delay in passing the order is causing great prejudice to the petitioners. 

Sri R.A. Akhtar, learned counsel appearing for the National Council for Teacher Education states that an appropriate order shall be passed expeditiously. 

In view of the aforesaid, this petition is disposed of that the National Council for Teacher Education may take an appropriate decision on the representation dated 14th January 2010 submitted by the petitioners expeditiously, preferable within a period of four week’s form the date a certified copy of this order is filed by the petitioners before the Member, Secretary.

It is made clear that this Court has not adjudicated upon the merits of the case, which shall be considered by the National Council for Teacher Education in accordance with law. The order impugned in the present petition shall abide by the final order to be passed by the National Council for Teacher Education.

NKBR College of Professional Studies, Meerut and its Chairman have filed this petition for quashing the Appellate order dated 08th October, 2009 passed by the National Council for Teacher Education and for a direction upon it to consider the grant of recognition to the M.Ed Course as the deficiency pointed out in the order has since been removed.

It is stated by Sri Ashok Khare, learned Senior Counsel appearing for the petitioners that earlier the Northern Regional Committee of National Council for Teacher Education had rejected the application filed by the petitioner- institution for granting recognition to the M.Ed Course and the appeal filed by the petitioners before the National Council for Teacher Education was rejected on the ground that the land on which the existing B.ED Course was running was mortgaged with the State Bank of India. Learned Senior Counsel states that the Bank has now issued a letter that the land is no longer mortgaged with the bank and in this connection, the petitioners have also submitted a representation dated 14th January, 2010 before the Member Secretary of the National Council for Teacher Education but no order has been passed as yet. He submits that delay in passing the order is causing great prejudice to the petitioners. 

Sri R.A. Akhtar, learned counsel appearing for the National Council for Teacher Education states that an appropriate order shall be passed expeditiously. 

In view of the aforesaid, this petition is disposed of that the National Council for Teacher Education may take an appropriate decision on the representation dated 14th January 2010 submitted by the petitioners expeditiously, preferable within a period of four week’s form the date a certified copy of this order is filed by the petitioners before the Member, Secretary.

It is made clear that this Court has not adjudicated upon the merits of the case, which shall be considered by the National Council for Teacher Education in accordance with law. The order impugned in the present petition shall abide by the final order to be passed by the National Council for Teacher Education.

	As per the direction of Hon’ble High Court of Allahabad, Allahabad, the case was considered and the committee directs that:

	The application of the institution was refused vide office order no. F.NRC/NCTE/F-3/UP-3397/155 Meeting/2010/15805-15811 dated 01.02.2010. 

The said institution preferred an appeal dated 08.02.2010 to the Council and the appeal was rejected vide Council order dated 12.04.2010.

The said institution filed a writ petition on 24169/2010 in the Hon’ble High Court Allahabad.

The petitioners have sought the quashing of the order dated 1st February, 2010 passed by the Northern Regional Committee of the National Council for Teacher Education by which the application submitted by the petitioners for granting recognition to the B.Ed. Course has been rejected on the ground that the Institution did not allow the Visiting Team members to visit the infrastructural and instructional facilities. The petitioners have also sought the quashing of the order dated 12th April, 2010 passed by the Appellate Authority by which the appeal filed for setting aside the said order has also been dismissed. 

The records of the writ petition indicate that earlier the Northern Regional Committee had rejected the application by the order dated 30th July, 2009 against which the petitioners filed an appeal which was allowed by the order dated 8th October, 2009 with a direction to the Northern Regional Committee to inspect the Institution within one month of issue of the order to ascertain the availability of infrastructure and instructional facilities as per the norms. 

Learned counsel for the petitioners submitted that though the petitioners were informed on telephone on 19th December, 2009 that the Visiting Team will make the inspection on 21st December, 2009, but the petitioners had also informed the Visiting Team that instead of 21st December, 2009, the inspection may be carried out on some other date. In such a situation, if it was not possible for the Northern Regional Committee to postpone the inspection, it should have informed the petitioners so that the petitioners could have caused the inspection to be done on 21st December, 2009 itself.

Sri R. A. Akhtar, learned counsel appearing for the respondents states that even in the application dated 19th December, 2009 the petitioners have not indicated the reasons for postponing the date of visit and even otherwise, if a fresh inspection is to be caused, then the petitioners must deposit the cost as prescribed under the Regulations framed under the Act.

From a perusal of the order it is not clear that whether the Visiting Team actually visited the Institution on 21st December, 2009 or not. However, if the petitioners are ready for the inspection to be done on some other date, the Visiting Team can cause an inspection to be done provided the provided the petitioners deposit the cost as per the cost as per the Regulation. 

In this view of the matter, it is not possible to sustain the order dated 1st February, 2010 and 12th April, 2010. They are, accordingly, set aside, The Northern Regional Committee shall now cause an inspection, as directed earlier by the Appellate Authority by the order dated 8th October, 2009 within a period of six weeks from the date a certified copy of this order is filed by the petitioners before the Northern Regional Committee after intimating the petitioner-Institution about the date of inspection. 

The petition is allowed to the extent indicated above.

The said institution filed a writ petition on 24169/2010 in the Hon’ble High Court Allahabad. With WRIT – C No.- 19138 of 2010 the decision of the Allahabad High Court dated 08.04.2010 

The Committee of Management. Shikharji Alpasankhayak Kalyan Samiti, Shahranpur (hereinafter referred to as the ‘Institution’) has filed this petition for setting aside the order dated 31st July, 2009 passed by the Northern Regional Committee (hereinafter referred to as the ‘Committee’) of the National Council for Teacher Education by which the application submitted by the petitioner Institution for grant of recognition for B.Ed course has been rejected on the ground that despite the letter dated 6th February, 2010 sent to the petitioner, the deficiencies has not been removed. 

It is submitted by learned counsel for the petitioner that the said letter dated 6th February, 2010 was not sent on the correct address as a result of which the petitioner could not get an opportunity to remove the deficiencies. Learned counsel for the petitioner, however, has stated that an application has been filed by the petitioner before the Committee for giving the Institution sometime to remove the deficiencies but no order has been passed on the said application. 

Sri Rajiv Joshi, learned counsel appearing for the respondents has submitted that there is no infirmity in the order passed by the Committee since the deficiencies had not been removed by the petitioner. He further submitted that against the order dated 31st July, 2009 the petitioner can file an appeal under Section 18 of the National Council for Teacher Education Act.

It is true that the petitioner has still not removed the deficiencies. The petitioner has, therefore, to first remove the deficiencies and then move an application before the Committee for reconsideration of the application filed by the petitioner for grant of recognition to the B.Ed Course. In such circumstances, when the Committee has to first examine whether the deficiencies had been removed or not, appeal against the order dated 31st July, 2009. The Court has no reason to doubt that in case an application is filed by the petitioner – Institution after removing the deficiencies. The Committee shall consider it and pass an appropriate order expeditiously.  
	As per the direction of Hon’ble High Court of Allahabad, Allahabad, the committee decides to send the deficiencies letter NRC/NCTE/F-7/UP-3403/145 meeting/ 2009/ 7395 dated 31 July 2009 once again to the Institute and directs the Institute to submit the reply within 30 days.

The said institution preferred an appeal dated 21.07.2009 to the National Council for Teacher Education, New Delhi and the appeal was accepted and remand the case to NRC for examination of the staff profile and thereafter pass appropriate orders, in continuation to the earlier conditional recognition letter dated 14.11.2006 and with the reference to the affiliation given by the university. 

Thereafter a letter was sent to the institution regarding submission of the staff profile vide office letter dated 04.12.2009. The applicant institution had submitted a representation to the NRC NCTE on 29.10.2009. The matter was placed before the committee in its 153 Meeting and the committee decided to grant recognition under clause 7(11) of Regulations 2007. Accordingly Recognition order was issued to the institution on 22.12.2009.

The said institution filed a writ petition on 12103/2009 in the Hon’ble High Court Allahabad.

This is a writ petition seeking permission for appearing in the examination. The student belongs to the academic session 2005-2006. The same controversy was considered by the Apex Court in a bunch of Special Leave Petitions namely the Special Leave to Appeal (C) No (s) 12864-12867/2008 being the leading petitions wherein the Apex Court disposed of the aforesaid petitions by following orders:- 

“The stand of the State of Uttar Pradesh and the University have sated that they are going to hold examination for the students admitted in 2005-06 of Purvanchal Vishwavidyalaya and in 2006-07 of Agra and Meerut Universities. In view of this stand, learned counsel appearing on behalf of the petitioners is permitted to withdraw these petitioners and the same are accordingly disposed of leaving the question law open to be decided in an appropriate case.”


Submission of learned counsel for both the parties is that the present writ petition is also governed by the same order and, therefore, the petition be allowed to be withdrawn.


In view of the fact that there is agreement at the Bar that the matter covered by this writ petition is identical and raise the same grounds and pleas which have been the subject matter of the Apex Court wherein the aforesaid order has been passed, we, therefore, dispose of this petition accordingly in terms of the order passed by the Apex Court.


Before parting, we take into consideration the fact brought into notice by Sri Waseeq Uddin Ahmad that examinations for academic session 2005-06 and 2006-07 with respect to the students, who were allowed to appear in pursuance of the order passed by the Supreme Court, have already been held and, therefore, it will not be practically possible to held the examination only for the present institution again.  

Since the petitioner institution has approached this Court after the examination has already been held, we clarify that the benefit of the order aforesaid would be available to the petitioner institution only in case any examination is to be held again.
