Emergent meeting for compliance of court direction passed in writ petition no.  (PIL) 44 of 2009 filed by Society for Revolution against corruption Vs Union of India and others. In respect of the institutions of Uttrakhand State, institution against which the action was taken under section 17.

Court Decision is as under:

The original file of the institution, complaint received against the institutions from Registrar H.N.B. Garhwal University, Srinagar, Uttrakhand regarding violation of Norms of NCTE and other related documents Act of NCTE, 1993 Regulations and Guidelines of NCTE published from time to time were considered by the committee and the committee decided to conduct the inspection under Section 17 of the NCTE Act, 1993 of all the institution for which complaint has been made by the University.

Based on the aforesaid material, the Northern Regional Committee could have arrived at the conclusion without any further inputs, whether or not the colleges/ institutions, referred to in Agenda item no. 5, had factually admitted students below the cut- ff merit, Yet it would be interesting to note that the Committee decided to conduct inspection under Section 17 of the NCTE Act, 1993 of all the institutions for which complaint had bee made by the University. We are satisfied that no physical inspection of any of the institutions was necessary and that the record available with the Northern Regional Committee was sufficient to take a decision without physical inspection of the colleges/ institutions. The same has not been done till date, even through the aforesaid meeting is stated to have been held on 10th to 12th April 2009. We are informed that the Northern Regional Committee comprises of the following:

Before taking any further action on the matter, we would consider it just and appropriate to afford the aforesaid members of the Northern Regional Committee four weeks time to finalise its decision in respect of the complaint dated 25.03.2009 received from the Registrar, H.N.B. Garhwal University, Sri Nagar, within one week from today notices, if required, shall be issued to the colleges/institutions. Their response shall be obtained within a further period of three weeks and a decision thereon shall be taken within ten days thereafter. Learned counsel for the NCTE having obtained instructions from Sri K.S. Yadav, Regional Director, Northern Regional Committee of the NCTE affirms that the aforesaid directions do not violate any rules, regulations or norms of NCTE. The decision shall be placed on the record of this case before the next date of hearing. The Chairman of the Northern Regional Committee Professor D.N. Sansanwal shall also file an affidavit within four weeks from today depicting the action taken by the Northern Regional Committee after holding of its 139th meeting on 10th and 12th April, 2009.

That vide letter dated 25.03.2009, the Registrar, H.N.B. Garhwal University, Srinagar (Uttrakhand) has made a complaint that your College has granted admission to the students below cutoff merit/marks for the academic session 2007-2008. As per Regulations, 2007, Appendix-4, admission were to be made on merit on the basis of marks obtained in the qualifying examination and/or in the entrance examination or any other selection process as per the policy of the State Government/U.T. Administration and the University. As per the policy of the University admissions were to be made on merit basis on the marks obtained in entrance examination and cutoff merit decided by the University. The action/irregularly  violates norms of admission procedure decided by the NCTE in Regulations. 

 

Hence, in compliance to the order dated 08.06.2010 passed by the Hon’ble Division Bench of the High Court of Uttrakhand in Writ Petition (P.I.L.) No. 44 of 2009 (Society for revolution against corruption V/s Union of India & Ors). Before withdrawing recognition of the institution for the B.Ed. Course, you are hereby given a reasonable opportunity to make written representation against the proposed order within a period of 21 days from the date of issuance of this letter. 

 

In case any representation is made by you with document(s) in proof, the dame shall be considered by the NRC before taking any final order.

On the application made by the institution, the NRC, Jaipur in its 112th meeting held of 27th – 28th December, 2006 granted recognition to the institution under clause 7 (9) of the Regulations, 2005 subject to appointment of qualified faculty members. However, the said institution was not granted formal unconditional recognition order as required under clause 8 (12) of Regulations, 2005. As per clause 8 (10), the institution could make admission only after it obtain unconditional letter of recognition from the Regional Committee concerned, and affiliation from the examining body.

“8(10) – An institution shall make admissions only after it obtains unconditional letter of recognition from the Regional Committee concerned, and affiliation from the examining body”.

In view of the mandatory provisions, the institution is conducting B.Ed. Course illegally by granting admission to the students. You are therefore, intimated to stop immediately, the B.Ed. classes.

In case any letter of unconditional recognition has been granted to the institution by the NRC, Jaipur. This notice under Section 17 of the NCTE, Act 1993 is given in compliance to the directions given by the Hon’ble High Court of Uttrakhand in Writ Petition (P.I.L.) No. 44 of 2009 (Society for revolution against corruption V/s Union of India & Ors) as you granted admission to the students below cutoff merit/marks, as per intimation given by the Registrar, H.N.B. Garhwal University, Srinagar (Uttrakhand) in his letter dated 25.03.2009.

 
However, before taking any final decision by the Northern Regional Committee, Jaipur, you are hereby given a reasonable opportunity of making written representation with document(s) within 21 days from the date of issuance of this notice. The appeal preferred by the institution under section 18 of the NCTE Act, 1993, being aggrieved against the above order of NRC, Jaipur was decided by the Appellate Authority on 06.11.2009 whereby while setting aside the order of withdrawal , directed the NRC to get fresh inspection of the college about infrastructural, instructional and other facilities available to the institution. The matter was again placed before the NRC in its 153rd meeting whien ithe committed decide3d to get fresh inspection of the College as per direction of the Appellate Authority. 

 

After getting inspection of the institution, the NRC in its 159th meeting held on 24th April – 01st May 2010 decided to issue show Cause Notice, as it noticed that facts relating to infrastructural, instructional and other facilities still existed. In compliance thereof a Show Cause Notice has been issued to the institution by the office of NRC on 14th May 2010. The institution has filed reply to the Show Cause Notice vide its communication dated 10.06.2010. the matter is pending for further action.

That in the earlier proceedings no specific Show Cause Notice has been issued to the institution in relation to the complaint made by the Registrar of the University as referred to above. Hence, a fresh Show Cause Notice in compliance to the directions given by the Division Bench of the Hon’ble High Court, Uttrakhand in Writ Petition (P.I.L.) No. 44 of 2009 (Society for Revolution against Corruption V/s. Course.

That the above letter was placed before the NRC in its 139th meeting held from 10th to 12th April, 2009 and the Committee decided to get inspection. The inspection of the institution was carried out on 03.06.2009 for verification of infrastructural, instructional and other facilities and related documents thereof. However, due to inadvertence, the complaint against the institution made by the Registrar, referred to above, remained to be mentioned therein.

That the NRC in its 143rd meeting held on 27th – 29th June, 2009 after considering the entire material noticed that certain defects in relation to infrastructural, instructional and other facilities mentioned in the minutes, still existed, as such, the Committee decided to issue Show Cause Notice under section 17 of the NCTE Act, 1993 for withdrawal of recognition for the B.
Ed. Course. The Committee further directed the institution to submit documents related to Government policy regarding admission in B.Ed. under management quota, category wise list of admitted students and category wise cutoff marks fixed by the University. Pursuant to the above decision, a Show Cause Notice under section of the NCTE Act, 1993 was issued by the office of NRC on 03rd July, 2009, but, inadvertently the directions referred to above remained to be mentioned in Show Cause Notice.

The matter, therefore, was placed in 146th meeting of NRC held on 05th – 07th August, 2009, wherein the Committee was satisfied that certain defects relating to infrastructural, instructional and other facilities, as mentioned in the minutes still existed, as such, the Committee decided to withdraw recognition. A formal order in compliance to the above decision was issued to the institution by NRC, Jaipur on 10.09.2009.

No. 44 of 2009 (Society for Revolution against Corruption V/s. UOI & Ors) vide order dated 08.06.2010, is issued to the institution giving a reasonable opportunity to make written representation if any, alongwith document(s) in support of the plea, within 21 days from the date of issuance of this notice.

Against the present institution the complaint was that it has admitted students below cut off merit/ marks and that the institution has ignored the reservation rules. The said letter was placed before NRC in its 139th meeting held form 10.04.2009 to 12.04.2009. The NRC directed to conduct inspection of the institution.

After getting the inspection report, NRC again considered the matter in its 143rd Meeting held from 27.06.2009 to 29.06.2009, wherein it noticed that the institution had several deficiencies in infrastructure facilities and appointment of  faculty including that of  the Principal. Hence the committee decided to issue Show Cause Notice to the institution under section 17 with regard to deficiencies and further directed the institution to submit documents related to Govt. policy regarding admission to B.Ed under management quota, category-wise list of admitted students and category-wise cut of marks fixed by the University. Pursuant to the a Show Cause Notice issued by the office of NRC dated 07.07.2009, but inadvertently the above direction given to the intuition by the NRC in its decision could not be mentioned in the said Show Cause Notice.
