COURSE : B.Ed.
	The institution has submitted application for recognition of B.Ed. course on 20.12.2006 under section 14 of NCTE Act.  

Recognition was granted for B.Ed. course with an intake of 100 students under clause 7(12) of NCTE Regulations dated 13.1.2006 vide order dated 19.3.2008 (P-298).

An inspection was conducted under section 17 of NCTE Act on 29.3.2009. (P-435)

VT report was placed in 139th meeting of NRC held on 10-12 April 2009.  The Committee decided to issue Show cause notice.  Accordingly the same was issued on 11.5.2009 (P-438)

Representation of institution was placed in 142nd meeting of NRC held on 14 -16 June 2009. The Committee decided to withdraw recognition.  Accordingly withdrawal order was issued on 17.7.2009. (P-690)

Institution filed Writ Petition No. 11033/2009 in the Hon’ble High Court of Rajasthan.  The Court order dated 16.9.2009 placed in file at (P-694) is below:-

  “The respondents to hold a fresh inspection of the petitioner-institution in respect of the recognition for B.Ed. Training Course about the fulfillment of norms & standards prescribed under the Regulation. The constitution of such team would be of the Members other than the one which were included in the earlier team of inspection. The inspection shall be done within a period of 15 days from today.  Thereafter, the respondents will take appropriate steps and pass the order on the question of recognition, within another 15 days.  As a result of which the consequences will follow”.

Inspection under Section 17 was conducted again on 16.11.2009 comprising different members as per Court directions.  VT report has been received on 20.11.2009 (P-964). 

As per the intimation of NRC Counsel, Shri Sanjay Pareek, Advocate, Institution has filed another Writ petition No. 14444/09 in the above Court. He has intimated that the Court has directed to place the matter on or before 4-5 December 2009 and to communicate the decision to the petitioner by 6.12.2009 failing which contempt proceedings will be initiated.

The counsel has requested to place the matter and pass appropriate order by 6.12.2009.
	The original file of the institution, VTR along with all other related documents, Act of  NCTE, 1993,  Regulations and Guidelines of NCTE published  from time to time were considered by the committee and the committee observes the following:

· The classrooms size is 483.60 sq. ft. which is less than the required 500 sq. ft.

· The newly constructed multipurpose hall has tin sheet roof.

· The Teaching Faculty is not appointed as per NCTE norms for B.Ed. and not approved by the affiliating University.

· No balance sheet was not made available to VT members.

· The records related to payment of salary to staff were not made available to the VT members.

· EPF account of the staff is not being maintained.

· There is not separate built up area for B.Ed., STC, STC (additional) and shiksha shastri programmes.

· Land is not in the name of the Institution.

· There is no fire safety system in place.

· The general cleanliness is too poor.

· All labs are ill equipped.

· The language lab does not exist.

· The available playgrounds are not properly maintained.

· Institution Website is developed partly.

· The students complained that the college charges Rs.4000 per head for kit and uniform (poor quality).   

· The library lacks in journals, encyclopedia, reference books, etc.

· The list of practice teaching school is not provided.

Hence, the committee decides to issue Show Cause Notice on above points and directs the Institute to reply within One month.

	As per the direction of Hon’ble High Court of Delhi vide its order dated 25.11.2009, inspection was conducted by two VT members on 3.12.2009 and the VT report has been received.  The VT report is to be produced before the Hon’ble Court on 7.12.2009 for further directions.  However, the VT report and the order from the Hon’ble High Court are placed before NRC for information. 
	The original file of the institution, VTR along with all other related documents, Act of  NCTE, 1993,  Regulations and Guidelines of NCTE published  from time to time were considered by the committee and the committee observes the following:

· As per NCTE norms for B.Ed., the Institution must have at least 2500 sq. m. land where upon the built up area consisting of Classrooms, etc. shall not be less than 1500 sq. m. space. The institute does not have exclusive required land of 2500 sq. m. for running the B.Ed. course.

· As per norms for B.Ed., the land is not in the name of Institution.

· The DDA allotted the land in the name of society for running Middle School but not B.Ed. programme.
· The built up area of multipurpose hall is 1142 Sq. ft. which is less than the required area of 1500 sq. ft.

· Computer lab, Physics lab, Chemistry lab, etc. are shared with school which is against the B.Ed. Norms.

· As per NCTE norms for B.Ed. there should be 1000 titles in the library but only 675 titles are available.
Hence, the committee decides to issue Show Cause Notice on above points and directs the Institute to reply within One month.

	As per the direction of VCP, NCTE, the conditional recognition for B.Ed. programme is granted subject to fulfillment of clause 7(9) of NCTE ACT within one month. Further, the Institution is directed not to admit students before the compliance of clause 7(9).
