	As per decision of 161st Meeting of NRC the recognition of institution was withdrawn vide order dated 21.06.2010 the institution filed a writ petition no. 8269/2010 and the High Court of Rajasthan passed an order dated 18.06.2010 which is as under:-

After carefully examining the contentions raised before me and also the minutes drawn withdrawing the recognition of the petitioner institution, I deem it proper to pass following order:-

“Issue notice to respondents, returnable by two weeks.

In the meanwhile, operation of order/Minutes dated 26-29.05.2010 in relation to the petitioner institution shall remain stayed. The petitioner institution shall be permitted to participate in the counseling process. However, this order shall be subject to outcome of the writ petition.”

	The Hon’ble Court was pleased to dismiss the contempt Petition with the following direction:-

“That the NRC shall decide and pass the final order in the present case by 31st of July, 2010”

The matter was placed in its 163rd  NRC Meeting held on 29th July to 31st July and the Committee decided as under: 

As per office records the CD received is in broken condition. Hence the committee decides to send VT again only after the Institute deposits Rs. 40000=00.

Now the institution has filed another cont. cas© 441/2010 in the High Court of Delhi and the High Court has passed an order dated 06.08.2010 which is as under:-

1. Counsel for the petitioner submits that the contempt petition was disposed of on 02.07.2010, on the assurance given by counsel for the respondent that the order shall be complied with.

2. Notice. Mr. Ravi Sikri, advocate accepts notice and submits that the order dated 28.04.2010 shall be complied within two weeks from today and the compliance affidavit will be filed.

3. In case the order dated 28.04.2010 is not complied with and the compliance affidavit is not filed within two weeks from today, Regional Director shall remain present in court on the next date of hearing.

4. List on 30.08.2010 Liberty is granted to the petitioner to approach this court in case the compliance affidavit is not filed within two weeks.

    5.  Copy of this order be given DASTI to counsel for the parties under the          signatures of the Court Master.

       In view of the Committee may take decision accordingly.
	As per the direction of Hon’ble High Court of Delhi and the original file of the institution along with all other related documents, Act of  NCTE, 1993, Regulations and Guidelines of NCTE published  from time to time were considered by the committee and the committee observes the following:

· Size of Multipurpose hall and all labs is small.
· Old computers do not belong to the College but to School run by the Management on the same campus.

· Library size is too small and reading room facility does not exist.

· No proof for the number of titles of books has been submitted.

· Art, work-experience, physical education and IT facilities belong to the school.

· Furniture in the labs is not sufficient.

Hence the committee decides to refuse recognition, close the file, and return FDRs if summitted.

	The institution filed a writ petition no. 4094/2010 in the High Court of Delhi and the High Court has passed an order dated 13.07.2010 which is as under:-

However in the present case, since the inspection even of the petitioner has not been done, instead of remanding the matter to the Appeal Committee, it is deemed proper to remand the matter to the NRC for decision on the application of the petitioner in accordance with law.

The petition accordingly succeeds. The order of the Appeal Committee dismissing the appeal of the petitioner is set aside. The matter is remanded to the NRC for processing the application of the petitioner for recognition in accordance with law. Sufficient time having already lapsed.

NRC is directed to decide the application within three months of today. The petition disposed of.

	The institution has filed a Civil Suit Case No. 157/ 2010 in the Court of Civil Judge (Jr. Div.), Kaithal, and the Civil Court has passed an order dated 02.08.2010 which is as under :- 

After hearing the parties, I am of the opinion that future of the institution, its staff members and the candidates cannot be made to depend on the chronological series of appeals pending in the office of defendant No. 2. The same requires to be disposed of as early as possible in view of the interest of the institution, its staff members and the candidate. If the appeal is decided after the admission time is over, it would not do any benefit either to the institution or to the candidates i.e. students. Whose career should be utmost concern of all the parties present. In view of the same, the defendant No. 2 is directed to dispose of the appeal well before next date of hearing, so that the injunction application in the present suit is considered. The operation of the order dated 23.06.2010 shall remain stayed, till further orders in this regard, subject to the sole responsibility of plaintiffs, if any new admission is granted.

 Now to come up on 21.8.2010 for filing of written statement, reply and orders to be passed in appeal by the defendant No. 2.

	The institution filed a writ petition no. 4218/2010 in the High Court of Delhi and the High Court has passed an order dated 02.07.2010 which is as under:-

1. There is yet another factor which prevails with this Court in deciding as aforesaid. The counsel for the petitioner on enquiry has stated that both the course i.e. C.P.Ed. & B.P.Ed. are to be conducted in the same building on different floors. Once the file of the petitioner with respect to one course is being processed further in pursuance to the earlier order of the NCTE, though labelled as erroneous by the NCTE In the impugned order, expediency demands that the process with respect to the B.P.Ed. course be also completed simultaneously.

2. Accordingly, this petition succeeds. The order dated 18.05.2010 of the NCTE impugned in this petition is set aside and the order of the NRC closing of the file of the petitioner with respect to the B.P.Ed. course is set aside. The matter is remanded back to the NRC for inspection of the Institution of the petitioner to ascertain the fulfillment of the order requirements in accordance with the prescribed norms. The said procedure be completed within sixty days from today.

3. On suggestion of this Court, the counsel for the petitioner on instructions states that to maintain the cordiality of the relationship. The petitioner shall withdraw the contempt petition filed against the respondents and their officials.

      In view of the above Committee may take decision accordingly.

	Remarks:-

As per directions of Hon'ble High Court order in WP No. 95/2008, to dispose the case within two weeks, NRC considered the case in its 155th meeting held on 23rd - 25th January 2010 and decided to give 90 days time to the institution, vide letter no. NRC/NCTE/HP-282/2009/16285 dt. 05.2.2010, to make up the deficiencies. 

Institution has submitted the reply at NRC on 02.3.2010 and matter was placed before the NRC in its 159th meeting held on 28th April - 01st May 2010.  Committee decides to close the file of the institution. Accordingly, order was issued on 07.5.2010 to the institution. 

The institution preferred an appeal to the NCTE Hqtrs on 12.5.2010 and the Appellate authority vide its order dt. 19.07.2010 remanded back the case to NRC with directions to issue the revised refusal order mentioning the appropriate ground/grounds.

Matter was placed before the NRC in its 163rd meeting held on 29th - 31st July 2010 and committee decided to implement the appellate authority.

Now, the institution filed a writ petition No. 4419/2010 in the Hon'ble High Court of HP at Shimla against the Appeal Council's order dt. 19.7.2010.

Hon'ble High Court vide order dt. 03.8.2010 passed the directions to NCTE and NRC to pass orders granting provisional recognition to the petitioner institute for the purpose of starting M.Ed course for the academic session2010-2011 within a week of production of copy of order by the petitioner.

Institution has submitted the copy of order at NRC on 09.8.2010.
	As per HQ, NCTE, letter no. F. 64-243/2020/NCTE/Legal dated 11 August 2010, file immediately a Review petition.

	The High Court of Punjab & Haryana at Chandigarh has passed an order dated 29.06.2010 in the writ petition no. 13020 of 2009 and the appeal Committee after considering the Court order has decided as under:- 

AND WHEREAS after perusal of documents, memorandum of appeal, affidavit, VT Report and after considering oral arguments advanced during the hearing, the Council reached the conclusion that there was adequate ground to accept the appeal, set aside NRC’s order dated 29.05.2009 and remanded back the case to NRC for issuance of Letter of intent prior to grant of recognition to the institution. Accordingly, the appeal was accepted, the order of NRC dated 29.05.2009 set-aside with direction to the NRC to issue Letter of intent prior to recognition under Clause 7(9) of NCTE Regulations, within 15 days of issue of this order.

NOW THEREFORE, the council hereby remands back the case of Aggarwal VIdya Pracharni Sabha, Faridabad, Haryana to the NRC, NCTE for necessary action as indicated above.
