1) THE STATE GOVT. OF UP TOOK A POLICY DECISION ON 21.09.2006 NOT TO PERMIT ANY PRIVATE INSTITUTION TO RUN THE BASIC TEACHER CERTIFICATE COURSE.
AFTER THE DECISION OF THE STATE GOVT. THE INSTITUTION FILED A WRIT PETITION IN THE HON’BLE HIGH COURT, ALLAHABAD, UTTAR PRADESH VIDE WRIT PETITION NO. 1095 OF 2007. 
IN OUR OPINION, THE STATE GOVERNMENT HAS CREATED AND ASSUMED A SELFISH ADVANTAGE FOR CONTINUING WITH SUCH A MONOPOLY OF TRAINING TEACHERS AND WHICH MONOPOLY IS NOT FOUNDED ON ANY RATIONALE WHICH MAY JUSTIFY ANY VISIBLE PUBLIC PURPOSE. THE DISADVANTAGE OF COMMERCIALIZATION AS PROJECTED BY THE STATE GOVERNMENT APPEARS TO BE A GHOST CREATED AND NEGATED BY THE STATE GOVERNMENT ITSELF WHICH IN REALITY HAS NO SUBSTANCE. THE REASON IS NOT FAR TO SEE. UNDER THE PROVISIONS OF THE NCTE AND REGULATIONS AS WELL AS THE CIRCULARS ISSUED FROM TIME TO TIME, IT IS CLEARLY LAID DOWN THAT SUCH AFFILIATION BY THE EXAMINING BODY HAS TO BE I ACCORDANCE WITH THE NORMS AND GUIDELINES FRAMED IN THIS REGARD AND, THEREFORE, THE EXAMINATION REGULATORY BODY WILL HAVE THE AUTHORITY TO SCRUTINIZE THE INDIVIDUAL STATUS OF EVERY APPLICANT. WE MAY ADD T HAT MERE GRANT OF PERMISSION BY THE NCTE DOES NOT AMOUNT TO AUTOMATIC AFFILIATION FOR RUNNING THE B.T.C. COURSE UNLESS AND UNTIL THE INSTITUTION FULFILS THE NORMS WHICH ARE PRESCRIBED BY THE NCTE.
THE STATE GOVERNMENT HAS BEE MAKING EFFORTS FOR GETTING TEACHERS TRAINED ITSELF AND WHICH HAS BEEN NOTICED IN DETAIL BY THE LEARNED SINGLE JUDGE WHICH ALSO INCLUDES SPECIAL BTC TRAINING PROGRAM. THE POLICY, THEREFORE, IS TO HAVE MORE AND MORE TRAINED TEACHERS AVAILABLE. IN SUCH A SITUATION, WE ARE UNABLE TO LOCATE ANY GOOD OR COGENT REASON TO SUPPORT SUCH STAND TAKEN  BY THE STATE GOVERNMENT, WHICH BY ITSELF FORSAKES THE VERY BRANCH ON WHICH IT IS SEATED, NAMELY TO PROVIDE TRAINED TEACHERS FOR UNFILLED POSTS IN THE STATE.
THE LEARNED SINGLE JUDGE HAS FURTHER INDICATED THAT IF SUCH TRAINED TEACHERS ARE AVAILABLE, THEY SHOULD ALSO CATER TO ALL CROSS - SECTIONS OF THE INSTITUTIONS AND THERE IS NO JUSTIFICATION FOR THE STAND TAKEN BY THE STATE IN THIS REGARD. THE PERMISSION TO PRIVATE INSTITUTIONS, IN OUR OPINION, WOULD EASE THE COMPLEX EDUCATION PROBLEM OF THE STATE AND WOULD CONTRIBUTE IN WHATEVER LITTLE WAY TO BRING SOME PORTION OF MISERY IN PRIMARY EDUCATION TO AN END. IT IS WELL SAID THAT A GOOD NURSERY IS ONE WHICH HAS A GOOD GARDNER, WHO ALWAYS PLANTS 3 SEEDS; ONE FOR FRUITS; THE OTHER FOR BAD WEATHER AND ONE FOR HIMSELF. IT IS NOT UNDERSTOOD AS TO WHY THE STATE GOVERNMENT AND ITS BUREAUCRACY HAS TAKEN UPON ITSELF THE TASK OF CREATING A MONOPOLY OF PROFESSIONAL PRIMARY TEACHERS TRAINING  WHEN IN ALL PRIVATE AND PROFESSIONAL VOCATIONS PRIVATE ENTREPRENEURSHIP HAS BEEN ENCOURAGED BY THE CENTRAL GOVERNMENT AND THE STATE GOVERNMENT AT ALL LEVELS INCLUDING MEDICAL, ENGINEERING, LAW AND THE LIKE. THE POLICY MAKERS OF THE STATE GOVERNMENT, THEREFORE, ARE UNDER AN OBLIGATION TO FORMULATE A POLICY  THAT IS IN CONSONANCE WITH THE LAW OF THE LAND AND NOT IN ANY WAY CREATE AS IMPEDIMENT FOR THE SAKE OF A MERE OBSTINATE POLICY DECISION.
WE, THEREFORE, DO NOT FIND ANY MERIT IN THE SUBMISSIONS ADVANCED ON BEHALF OF THE STATE AND THE ENTIRE APPEALS STAND DISMISSED.
	The decision of Hon,ble High court, Allahabad is noted and there are no directions to NRC, NCTE from the Hon’ble High Court, Allahabad.
