	The reply of the institution  dated 15/01/2009  in  response to the Show Cause Notice   and decision  taken  thereon  in 139th meeting  of NRC  (dated 10/4/2009) were  reviewed  in light of  the  order of the Hon’ble High Court  dated  4/8/2009 and 10/09/2010. The  following  observation  are made:

i) The institution did not submit  CLU. A copy of the letter attached  with the reply  and claimed by the institution  as CLU is ‘ land title certificate ‘ . This  letter is also  not a proper  letter issued by the office  of Executive  Magistrate  as it bears  no file number , no dispatch  number, no detail of the office from where it has  been issued. The letter  simply  bears  a stamp of Executive  Magistrate , Hamirpur, Also the letter  simply gives  the details of  the ownership   title  and in the end  clarifies  that  there is  no restriction  for  construction of building  to  be used  for educational purpose. This cannot  be accepted  as CLU.
ii) The  institution  has given  details  of land and it is in the name  of the Society/Trust for  which adequate  documents including  copies  of mutation   have been given, which may  be accepted. The land title  may be transferred  in the name of the institution  only  if the institution is given recognition  in  accordance  with  clause  8(iv) of NCTE, Regulations,  2009.
iii) The building plan submitted  by the institution  has been  signed  by the  Asstt. Engineer  and Executive Officer of   the Municipal Council , Hamirpur as a mark  of approval,  which may be accepted, as it bear, the details  of  land and  proposed  built up  area of 1680.48 sq.mt .

In view of the above  facts, the NRC decided that VT be constituted  and letter dated 4/11/2008  stamped by the Executive Magistrate  and letter  as land title certificate  dated 4/11/2008  may be verified  by the RD  and institution  may also be  asked  to submit the original copy of the  same to the VT.

	The decision taken by NRC in its 159th meeting has been reviewed   in  the light  of the order  of the Hon’ble  High Court  dated 19/5/2010. The institution  submitted  an application  alogwith  a copy  of the court  order  on 13/8/2010 and  pleaded  that since  the  NCTE  Regulation  regarding  ownership  of the land  has been changed  in the NCTE Regulations, 2009  notified on 13/08/2009, the institution is entitled  for further  consideration  of  its application  for M.Ed. Course . The  following observation    in this regard  are made:

i) The Subharti  College of  Management  and  Information Technology   started  B.Ed. course  in  the session 2005-2006  and B.P.Ed. Course  in the session 2007-2008  with an intake capacity of 200 seats and 50 seats respectively,  The institution  applied  for M.Ed, Course  on 29.09.08 and its application was rejected.   However, after   appeal and  on reconsideration, the sole reason  for rejection  of the  application  was the title of the land  at the time of  application  for M.Ed. course. The  land  is in the name  of the Society namely  Subharti K.K.B. Charitable Trust. This was the position  on the date of  application  of the institution  for  M.Ed.  course . As  per NCTE , Regulations, 2009, which is  operative  now  the institution  is entitled  to get  its   application  considered  by virtue  of the Society,  sponsoring  the  institution/ course,  being the owner  of the land . In case  the institution/ course is recognized,  they would be  required  to transfer  the land  in the name of  the institution  within  six month  of  the recognition  of the course.
Therefore, VT be constituted for inspection and  for further processing  of the application.

As such , despite the  correction  deed the land  remains in the name of the trust  which is contrary to the  Appeal Committee’s decision  and  section 8 (7) (i)  of NCTE, Regulations, 2007. Hence, the Show  Cause  notice  be issued  to the institution   under section 17 of NCTE, Act, 1993 as to why the recognition granted to the institution  may not be withdrawn , as the institution failed  to comply with the decision  of the appellate  Authority

	On the basis  of VTR   and other documents, following  have been observed : 

· As per building plan submitted the society has three building one each for B.Ed., BTC and Art faculty whereas a careful perusal of the CD reveals that the institution has only one building.  As such the building as shown in the CD does not match with the building plan.

· The institution is a post graduate college and is running undergraduate and PG courses.  It appears from the CD that the entire building, which is for UG/PG course, has been shown as building for B.Ed. and BTC course.

· The CD clearly indicates that the temporary arrangements for labs of BTC/B.Ed. course has been organized for the purpose of inspection, in the building meant for the PG college  having  UG coursees.

· The library is thoroughly inadequate, it has only three almirahs, which cannot stock the required books.  It does not have adequate sitting space with proper furniture.

· The ET lab is not separate and has not been constructed/designed as per guidelines given by NCTE in its manual for the teacher education institutions for organizing teaching learning resources.  Some apparatus were kept on the table in a big room separated by almirahs kept in a row.

· The psychology lab has no sitting arrangement.  Here again some tests have been kept on the table as a temporary measure for inspection.

· Computer room has no proper furniture.  The tables are not the computer tables and they do not have  corresponding matching chairs.  As such, they are not adequate and would be detrimental to the health of the students.

Hence , NRC decided  that  show  cause notice under section 14 (3) (b) of NCTE, Act, 1993  be  issued to the institution before refusing the recognition on the above grounds.

i) The building  of the  institution  is not  yet complete  , flooring  has  not  been done at  many places , plastering  of the  wall   has not been done  in many rooms,, including  science lab  and computer lab . Even  the stairs  have not  been provided  with  railings , making  the building  totally   unsuitable  for use   of students .
ii) The labs have  not  been  built up,  they do not have   permanent structure. All  equipments /apparatus  have been  displayed  on tables. The science lab has no gas burners including water facilities  with sink.
iii)  No water facilities  has  yet  been  created  in the entire  building 

iv) The library  has no photocopier  and computer with internet facilities 

v) Multipurpose hall  has  not been   built  up and    public address  system raised platform  is not provided.
Hence , NRC decided  that  show  cause notice under section 14 (3) (b) of NCTE, Act, 1993  be  issued to the institution before refusing the recognition on the above grounds.

· Psychology lab is not adequate for the proposed M.Ed. course

· ET lab is not properly developed with required software, CD, equipments etc and is also not properly furnished.  It is without internet connectivity.

· The computer lab is inadequate having only three functional computers and is not having proper furniture required for a computer lab.

· Science lab is inadequate  and has not been properly developed, as per manual for the teacher education institutions for organizing teaching learning resources.  There is no sink, no water and drainage arrangement in the lab.  It lacks proper shelves and storage arranged for equipment/apparatus and consumables.

· The library is thoroughly inadequate without subscribing any journals, Books for M.Ed. courses being 200 only instead of 2000 as prescribed in the norms..  Even its furniture is not proper.

· The institution is not organising B.Ed. course since 2004-2005, hence it is not entitled for M.Ed. course.  The recognition of the existing B.Ed. course needs to be reviewed for withdrawal under section 17 of the NCTE Act on the ground that the course is not being conducted. 
 In view of its present status, show cause notice  of B.Ed. course be issued for this purpose on the basis of the VTR for M.Ed. course 

Hence ,  show  cause notice under section 15 (3) (b) of NCTE, Act, 1993  be  issued to the institution before refusing the recognition on the above grounds

	The Original file, VT report and reply of the institution etc. were considered  and  following  observation were made:
· As reported by the VT, the building of the institution is “nearly complete”, but CD shows that it is incomplete. A perusal    of CD also clearly reveals that many of its rooms/classrooms, including Science Lab does not have window doors yet. 

· The roof of the newly constructed first floor is not RCC lentered but is of iron angles with stone slabs thereon, which is not appropriate  and  is also  not  in accordance  with  NCTE norms. 

· The Science Laboratory is not built up with proper experimental platform/table with associated water arrangement and sink including provision for gas connector/gas burners. The CD clearly shows display of instruments/equipments on joined wooden tables with a white sheet thereon. The CD has been edited by inclusion of some shots of another Chemistry Lab, so as to give an impression as if they have the provisions, which amounts to concealing the fact that there is no Science Lab in the institution. 

· The Library is grossly inadequate, a class room was converted to Library for inspection purposes by placing old Almirahs & Racks therein for displaying the books. The accession register indicates availability of 3236 books, but a perusal of the last page of the accession register made available reveals that most of the books are not relevant to education. The list of books submitted by the institution  revealed that list has been obtained from a Book-seller and attached without any proof of their availability in the Library or that they have been purchased by the institution in near past. The number of titles on education has not been indicated anywhere by the institution. 

· The Computer lab has not been developed. Computer are kept on temporary wooden platform, without associated electrical points. No proper computer tables are provided. There are no matching computer chairs. The plastic stools kept before, the wooden furniture are very small in size. The computer lab is not functional and cannot function with present provision of furniture. 

· There is no multipurpose hall with the prescribed area of 1500 Sq.ft. A class room has been shown to the inspection team as the multipurpose hall. It lacks adequate furniture and a raised platform with associated  public address  system. The CD shows a speaker on the floor, which indicates that it was brought for the inspection purpose only.

· The furniture of the propsed institution comprises of plastic chairs, which are not appropriate either for Hall, Labs or Library. The class room furniture comprises of benches and tables of smaller size used for school children of class VIII to X. This furniture is not suited for elderly students of B.Ed. course. 

Hence, a Show Cause Notice U/s 14(3)(b) of NCTE Act 1993 be issued to the institution before refusing the recognition of the proposed D.Ed. course on the above grounds.

· The inspection was scheduled for 8th Sept., 2010, after due consultation with the management of the institution by the VT members for verifying the removal of deficiencies pointed out earlier by first VT. Since the institution failed to get the verification done by the VT they may be asked to deposit Rs. 40,000/- for the inspection immediately failing which the recognition shall be refused under section 14(3)(b).

Hence,  a Show Cause Notice  be issued to the institution accordingly .

· The Science lab is not properly functional, as seen in the CD with proper facilities of water, gas/burner and attached sink.

· The institution is not having a multipurpose hall of minimum area of 1500 Sq.ft., as prescribed in thee NCTE norms. 

· The ET Lab is not having language learning material eg. CD, VCDs and necessary software. 

 Hence, a Show Cause Notice u/s  14 (3) (b)  of NCTE, Act, 1993  be issued to the institution before refusing the recognition  of proposed D.Ed. course on the  above grounds.

· A careful perusal of the CD’s taken at the time of inspection reveals that the building is not yet ready for conduct of B.Ed. course. All windows including those of the science lab and computer labs are without any doors. 

· Computer lab is not properly maintained  with computer tables and matching computer chairs. 

· Library is inadequate. The furniture is not proper and it lacks adequate  sitting capacity. The separate study room defeats the concept of proper library. The number of books in library seems  to be inadequate as only bills have been attached without any reference to accession register or proof of payments made  for the purchases of the  books . 

Hence,  a Show Cause Notice U/s 14(3)(b) of NCTE Act 1993 be issued to the institution before refusing the recognition of proposed B.Ed. course on the above grounds .

	The Original file, VT report and reply of the institution etc. were considered by the Committee and the Committee observed the following:-

· A careful perusal of the CD taken at the time of inspection reveals that the existing building of a running school has been used by the management to get the inspection done. The temporary board with the name of the college of Education was displayed above the permanent board of the School written on the wall. 

· The institution has not developed any computer room as evident from the CD, which shows 3 to 4 steel almirahs, with no computer tables and matching computer chairs.

· The library is thoroughly inadequate. Books are kept in the wooden almirah. The Almirah bear the names of B.R. College, Computer typed with a slip  and pasted on thereon  while the background permanently painted thereon has been concealed. This suggests that the school library, Almirah’s have been kept in this room titled as library. The library has no proper furniture eg. Tables and chairs, rather old school benches without back seat have been kept. The library is not as per NCTE norms. 

· The Science Lab has not been built up at all, equipments kept on the table in a room does not make it a Science Lab, without proper construction of permanent experimental table with water arrangement including sink.

· The psychology lab displays tests/equipments on the school benches kept in the rooms, which suggests that there is not proper Psychology Lab in  the institution .

· The ET lab has also not been built up, it lacks necessary equipments prescribed in the NCTE Manual. 

· The institution has no Multipurpose Hall of its own. The meeting hall shown to the VT is the Hall of the adjacent premises and has been in use for other purposes of the religious organization sponsoring the purposed institution. It has no furniture at all but has old fans in good number, supporting the contentions of its use for other purposes. Some portion of this hall is also under construction.  

Hence, a Show Cause Notice U/s 14(3)(b) of NCTE Act 1993 be issued to the institution before refusing the recognition of proposed B.Ed. course on the above grounds .

As per directions of the Court dated 4.8.2010, the inspection was conducted on 14.9.2010. The VT report indicates availability of adequate infrastructure in the premises inspected by the VT members. A CD was also taken at the time of inspection. A careful perusal of the CD clearly reveals that the inspection conducted is not in the same building where the institute was originally sanctioned which is evident from the following:-
· The map of the building submitted to NRC was three  storeyed whereas the inspected building has only two storeyes, clearly  visited in the  CD. 

· The multipurpose Hall shown in the map of the building submitted to NRC is on ground floor and covers the entire breadth of the building, including the middle corridor whereas the multipurpose hall shown in the CD is on the first floor and is longitudinal  on one side of the middle varandha. 

It is thus evident that the present inspection of the VT was got conducted by the management in a building other than the one originally earmarked for the B.Ed. course. As such it is evident  that the VT, was got  conducted in the school building, which is located in the same premises. The school was apparently kept closed by the management on the day of inspection. 

Hence, a  Show Cause Notice U/s 17 be issued to explain the above points.
