	In compliance of Appeal Order, the visiting team report on the inspection of the institution conducted on 28.09.2010 was carefully considered alongwith the CD taken on this occasion.  The following observations are made:-

· The entire building is damp and dingy with full of seepage on all the walls.  The wall paint has been eroded with no trace of proper maintenance of the building. 

· The bath/toilets (one each for boys and girls) are very dirty, unhygienic and are not being used at all. It is hazardous to keep toilet in that condition. Moreover, one toilet is totally insufficient. It appears that separate toilets are not being maintained for  boys and girls and only a paper-sheet showing gents and girls toilet was displayed at the time of inspection 

· The classroom furniture in shape of long tables and benches, without back support, is not proper for the students of the age groups.

· The laboratories are not built up at all, as per recommendation of NCTE contained in the “Mannual of Teacher Training” The following deficiencies have been observed:-

i) The Science Lab has not been made. Only some equipments /apparatus insufficient in number, were displayed on a wooden table at the time of inspection. The experimental table with water arrangement and associated sink has not been provided, which shows that the lab is not at all functional. 

ii) The Computer Lab has the computer table, but the matching computer chairs has not been provided. The plastic chairs placed before the computer table is not proper and makes it difficult to work on computer.

iii) The ICT Lab has not been developed, as per recommendations of NCTE contained in its ‘Manual’. Hardware     (15 machines with Desk Top computer of required configuration with Audio System, Speakers and headphones) and necessary software has not been provided. 

iv) The sports room has some sports material displayed on table and floor, without proper arrangement for their placing in proper cup-boards, racks, Almirahs etc. 

· The play ground has not been developed at all. The open space available in the college premises are apparently agricultural field and not playground.

· The Library do not have adequate number of books, as is apparent from the CD. The VT report that it has more than 6000 books is apparently not correct. VT’s observations that the library has a sitting capacity of 40 is also not correct, as CD reveals that it has two tables in the Library with a total 8 plastic chairs. 

· The multipurpose hall has not been built-up with raised dias and public address system. It has only plastic chairs. 

Hence, the show-cause notice under section 17 of NCTE Act, 1993 be issued to the institution before withdrawal of the recognition on the above grounds.

	The reply of the institution dated 17.5.2010 w.r.t. the Show Cause Notice dt. 14.5.2010 etc. has been carefully considered in compliance to the orders of the Appellate Authority and following observations are made:-

· The contention of the President of the Society that construction of the building is complete has been supported by a building completion Certificate on Rs. 10.00 Non-Judicial Stamp Paper signed by Tehsildar.  The paper is not accepted.  Building Completion Certificate  has not been issued by the office of the Tehsildar. The proof in form of photograph that the building is complete, is acceptable only to the limited extent that front elevation of the building has been completed. No documents or picture supporting the fact that door/window are now installed has been proved.

· The revised building plan giving Khasra No. etc. may be accepted. 

· The observation of the VT that size of library and Multipurpose Hall is small is still valid as the dimensions shown in the map are not actually reflected in the building, which has been physically inspected by the VT. CD clearly indicates that the library has no sitting space, and the institution has provided a separate reading room to cope up with the deficiency. Similarly the multipurpose hall is apparently very small, as it had only 40-50 plastic chairs at the time of inspection and the same number is being shown in the fresh photographs of Multipurpose hall submitted now in response to the Show Cause Notice. Moreover, Multipurpose hall has not been built up with a raised dias and a Public Address System.

· The institution did not make any efforts to develop ET and ICT Labs, the labs are still not up to the mark. The computer tables have been provided but instead of matching, separate chairs for each table, combined long benches have been kept for 2-3 computers, making it totally non-functional. This is even clear in the new photograph submitted by the institution. 

As such, it is clear that institution did not take enough care to make up the deficiencies pointed out in the final Show Cause Notice. The institution is therefore unfit to organize a B.Ed. course hence, the NRC decided to refuse the application of the institution  under section 14(3)(b) of NCTE Act 1993.
