Course carefully considered as per the provision of NCTE Norms & Regulations and following observed:

· The Institution has already been  running B.Ed. Course since 2006 and  submitted application for seeking recognition of B.P.Ed. Course and M.Ed. Course in the office of NRC on 30.12.2007 and applications were got processed separately under code no.134 and 135 respectively.

· As per the provision of Clause 8(2) of NCTE Regulation, 2007 in the first instance, the Institution shall be considered for grant of recognition for only one course for the basic unit as prescribed in the norms and standards for the particular Teacher Education Programme. The Institution can apply for one basic unit of an additional course from the subsequent academic session. However, application for not more than one additional course can be made in a year.

· As per the above provision of Regulation, the said Institution was not eligible for applying for seeking recognition of additional two course i.e. B.P.Ed. and M.Ed. in the same year, as applied.

In the view of the above fact, the Committee decided that the first application under Code No. 134 i.e. for B.P.Ed. Course be considered and VT be sent for the same and the second application i.e. for M.Ed. Course be rejected on the ground that as per the provision of Clause 8 (2) of NCTE Regulation, 2007, the Institution is not eligible for applying of two additional courses in the same year.

· The institution has claimed that they have expanded the multipurpose hall by merging the adjacent store room.  However, no proof has been submitted and the institution has only made a claim.  Moreover, no action seems to be have been taken to make the hall functional by way of providing a rostrum, dais, public address system etc.
· The institution has claimed that it had made up the deficiencies in the lab regarding floor, equipments etc. but no proof has been given about removal of the deficiencies or even purchase of required equipment as pointed out in the show cause notice
· The arrangement of proper placing of the computers on the computer table with associated computer chair has not been made, as no proof of either purchase of computer table/ chairs or any photograph of the re-arranged computer lab has been provided to substantiate the claim. 
· Similarly, construction of science lab with proper experimental table and associated sink has not been made, as no proof of its having been done has been submitted by the Institution after the inspection.
· The simple claim of the Institution cannot be accepted.  
As, there is no provision in the NCTE Regulation to conduct inspection to verify the claims after inspection and consideration of VTR, the recognition of the Institution is refused under section 14(3)(b) of NCTE Act, 1993 on the above grounds.

The action of the chairman was not appropriate as the Institution was required to maintain the infrastructure earlier inspected by the Visiting Team and its continued existence as per NCTE norms.

· Insistence on a limited inspection is a clear indicator that institution created certain temporary infrastructure and removed them after the inspection. 

Hence, the recognition of the said Institution is refused under section 14(3)(b) of NCTE Act, 1993 on the above grounds.

The 50 sets of furniture for which a receipt has been produced for purchase cannot be accepted as no further details of purchase or photograph or stock entry etc. has been submitted to substantiate these claims.  
The playgrounds crucial for a B.P.Ed. course has not been developed at all.  The photograph submitted by the institution now are the photographs of undeveloped land on which computerized marking has been made, which is clearly intended to mislead NRC as if the field/court has been developed.  No playground and tracks have been developed by the institution to qualify them to run a B.P.Ed. course.
The apprehension of the VT as reflected in the show-cause notice is well founded and reply of the institution in this regard is unsatisfactory.  None of the labs and facility in the institution has permanent or fixed structure and are all removable.  Even the sports room, crucial for B.P.Ed. course has no rack almirahs to keep the sports material which was all lying on the floor and table.  
The computer room has only displayed computer on removable table.

The entire milieu of the college and its building is not conducive for an educational institution.

Hence, the recognition of the said Institution be refused under section 14(3)(b) of NCTE Act, 1993 on the above grounds.

More over, two letters earlier sent to the institution  i.e (i) Letter of Intent prior to recognition and (ii) Show Cause Notice on reply to letter of Intent has been returned undelivered with remarks of the Postal Department that no such institution in the name of  S.D.College of Education, Siwah, Panipat, Haryana exist in the postal area. This gives strong apprehensions and needs clarifications.

Hence, the NRC decides that the institution needs to clarify the position with documentary evidence on the comments of the Postal Department and send reply on the above points within 30 days.

More over Dr. Shashi Johar, Superannuated teacher of sixty three years of age can not be appointed as a Lecturer.

Hence, the NRC decided that the institution be asked clarify the position before orders are issued in compliance to the order of the appeal committee.

· However, on perusal of the photographs submitted to the VT member reveals that (i) Science lab has not been developed with experimental table and associated Water/Sink and proper almirahs to keep the chemicals (ii) The library has inadequate seating capacity and (iii) The language lab has not been developed as per recommendations of NCTE as contained in its “Manual on Teacher Training Institution”. (iv)  The play ground in the new campus has not been developed.
·  Also the institution failed to submit CD of the inspection by the VT members.
Hence, NRC decided that a fresh Show Cause Notice under section 17 of the NCTE Act, 1993 be issued to the institution on the above points for reply within 30 days.

	The VT report, documents submitted to the VT members and CD taken at the time of inspection has been carefully considered by the Committee and following observation are made:

· The VT report has verified that the institution has made up the deficiencies pointed  out earlier by NRC in its withdrawal order dated  09/09/2010. However the institution has following deficiencies , which also needs to be  removed.
(i) The library has only open shelves where books are kept , it lacks adequate furniture for seating . The existing tables with stools as seating  arrangement are  not proper for library.

(ii) The Science lab is thoroughly inadequate, it has not been built up with fixed structure and proper experimental tables with associated water arrangement and sink. The equipments/apparatus displayed on iron tables at the time of inspection is not a proper lab.
(iii) The Educational technology lab has not been properly developed, the computer kept on iron table and some wooden table with chairs are not appropriate in the absence of proper computer table with  associated computer chairs.

(iv) The furniture in the computer room has the marking painted as “MVPS”, which indicates that furniture of some public school was brought and kept at the time of  inspection.

Hence, NRC decided a Show Cause Notice under section 17 of NCTE Act, 1993 be issued to the institution on the above points before withdrawal of the recognition and the reply within 30days.

· As evident from the photographs of lab submitted by the institution to the inspection team, the institution has not properly doveloped its laboratory as per recommendation contained in the NCTE “Manual on Teacher Training Institution”. 

(i) The Science lab has not been developed with experimental table water arrangement and associated sink.  The equipments displayed on table do not constitute a lab.

(ii) The computer lab does not have adequate furniture with proper computer table and matching computer chairs. The existing tables and plastic chairs are not adequate.

(iii) Class Room furniture with plastic chairs is not proper for a class rooms and needs replacement by proper class room furniture.

(iv) The Education Technology lab has not been developed. It has only an OHP but has no proper consoles with associated computer and Head Phones. 

Hence, NRC decided that a Show Cause Notice to the institution under section 17 be issued on the above points before withdrawal of the recognition and be asked to reply within 30 days.
