The application has been considered on merit and following observations made:

1. The institution initially submitted a building plan (blue print) approved by Panchayat Secretary, Bhoranj. The building plan is of a building in the name of Society, i.e. Himachal Education Society, Bhareri, Distt. Hamirpur (HP). The building plan gives no detail of the land where the building is proposed to be constructed and does not indicate the name of the college/institution for which building is proposed. Moreover, the document is undated. The total plinth area shown in the plan is 335.89 Sq. Meter.

2. The Society submitted another  building plan on a  white paper only for ground floor. This plan is not approved and signed by any authority and has been signed by the Secretary of the Society. This plan again does not indicate name of the institution, details of the land and details of the built-up area or plinth area. This is also undated. Moreover, this map is entirely different from the blue print vide para 1 above.

3. It is evident from the application that the institution is also running a BPE Course as per certificate dated 7.4.2009 issued by Secretary of the Gram Panchayat, Pallaha, Bhoranj, Hamirpur (HP). The institution however has not indicated anything about this course in its computerized online application. The column of existing courses has been left blank. Thus, the application is incomplete, conceals the fact and is liable to be rejected on this ground.

4. The Society has not submitted details of the available build-up space earmarked for the existing B.P.E. Course and for its proposed B.P.Ed. Course.

5. The Society has submitted a list of Teaching and Non Teaching faculty available in the institution. It is not understood for which course this faculty is available or has been identified by the Society, as  none of the faculty is eligible for appointment to a B.P.E. (Existing) or B.P.Ed. (Proposed Course).

6. The institution needs to provide full details about all the courses being conducted by the Society in the said premises with details of earmarking of built-up space for each course and faculty identified for each course. 

7. The institution did not submit FDR’s for amount of Rs. 5.00 Lakhs and Rs. 3.00 Lakhs as required under clause 7(1) (III) of the NCTE Regulation, 2009.

The institution be asked to submit  reply on the above points, clarifying the position  along with supporting documents within 30 days.

The original application of the institution was considered afresh on merit and the following observations were made:

1. The institution initially submitted a blue print for the proposed Sujan B.Ed. College, with building plan Near Panchmukhi Hanuman Mandir, Railway Colony, Chittorgarh. This building plan did not have any details about the land and total built-up area. This was not approved or signed by any authority.

2. The institution submitted another building plan for proposed/existing building of the said college. The map did not clearly segregate the existing building  and proposed building . The total plot area of the proposed building was 154875 Sq.Ft and the constructed area was only 5708 Sq. Feet. The plan also gave a proposed area for construction as 4662.5 Sq. Feet. This map was approved by Nagar Palika, Chittorgarh but no details of the land were mentioned on the map. The institution submitted another building plan for the said building giving details of the Agriculture land and built-up area as 1691.63 Sq. Meter with total land area as 3782.34 Sq. Meter. 

In view of the above, it is clear that the institution submitted three building plans and all are different in respect of land area, built-up Area and the building plan. The institution also submitted an affidavit on 14-07-2008 for as total built-up area is 5700 Sq.Ft. and total land area is 15487.80 Sq. Ft. which is in consonance with one of the building plan submitted by the institution. 

3. Since both the land area and built-up area available to the institution for the proposed B.Ed. Course is less than the requirements as per the NCTE norms. The application of the institution cannot be considered further.
A show cause notice be issued to the institution on the above grounds, for a reply within 30 days

As three of its lecturers are having qualifications in Biological Sciences and two are having post graduation in Sociology while one each is having qualifications in Economics, History .besides none of the lecturers appointed has qualifications in English as teaching subject as Smt. Sarita Pandey has only 46.57% marks at Master Level and is not qualified to teach English as per NCTE norms.

The institution be issued a show cause notice on the above grounds.

4. The total built-up area given by the institution for B.Ed., B.P.Ed. and M.Ed. is only 3500 Sq. Meter against the required 4000 Sq. Meter.

Institution be asked to submit its reply on the above points within 30 days.

2. The institution has submitted a map of M.S. Degree College. In case, the college is running their courses, B.Ed. and has a school in the same building, the details of which has not been provided. The building plan indicates the name of a school as well. The column related to course other than teacher education,in the original application, has been left blank, rendering the application as incomplete and liable to be rejected.

Hence, NRC decided that a show cause notice may be issued to the institution for a reply within 30 days of issued this letter.

Since, in this case, the Kalgidhar Trust is the applicant, it  needs to obtain affiliation from a HP University, having territorial jurisdiction, even when the same trust is the establisher of the University,as well.

	As per orders,  of the Appellate Authority, the staff profile of the institution was examined and since, the faculty appointed was not as per NCTE Norms, a show cause notice was issued to the institution on 17.09.2010. The institution in its reply dated 24.12.2010 reiterated their claim that the staff appointed is in order and as per NCTE Norms. The reply enclosed an earlier reply dated 12.10.2010, which has been considered and following discrepancies have been noted on the basis of documents submitted by the institution.:

1. Dr. S.J. Singh appointed as HOD/Professor has already crossed the age of superannuation and is over 63 years of age. He is not eligible for appointment as HOD beyond the age of 60 years, as he was neither a Professor nor a HOD in an Education Department, prior to his retirement to be able to avail age relaxation upto 70 years for appointment as Professor/HOD.

2. Smt. Usha Pant is again not eligible for appointment as Reader, as she does not possess a minimum of 3 years experience for teaching at M.Ed. Level.

3. The minutes of the Selection Committee does not indicate the number of candidates who appeared in the  interviews for selection to various posts. Such list duly signed by the candidates who appeared for interview  needs to be submitted.

In view of the above, the institution be directed to clarify its position and submit reply within 30 days.
