The 179th Meeting of the Northern Regional Committee (NRC), National Council for Teacher Education (NCTE) was held on February, 18-20, 2011 at A-46, Shanti Path, Tilak Nagar, Jaipur.


In pursuance of the Gazette Notification No.213 dated 25.08.2010, NRC has been terminated under Section 21(2)(a) of NCTE Act, 1993 and the powers and duties on behalf of the Northern Regional Committee are being exercised and performed under Section 21(2)(b) by Shri Hasib Ahmad, former Member Secretary, NCTE.

	 As per orders of the Hon’ble High Court of Rajasthan at Jaipur dated 06.10.2010, the inspection of the institution was organized. The order of the Court that the inspection be conducted between 01.11.2010 to 13.11.2010 were received in the office of NRC on 11.10.2010 and was placed before the Committee on 21-22.10.2010. The Visting Team was arranged immediately. However the Visiting Team Member could not proceed in time due to rains in Uttarakhand and therefore inspection could be arranged only on 27.12.2010.   
2. The institution refused to get the inspection done on the ground that the inspection date fixed by the Hon’ble Court is already over and since NRC could not get the inspection done on these dates fixed by the Court, they would get the inspection done only on other date to be fixed by the Hon’ble Court. 

3. The inspection of the institution was conducted twice U/s 17 of the NCTE Act, 1993. The inspection report dated 09.06.2009 was considered by NRC in its 142nd meeting and the institution recognition was allowed to be continued. Another inspection on the basis of a comp             laint, was held on 07.12.2009 and a Show Cause Notice was issued on 05.02.2010. The reply was considered in NRC in its 163rd meeting, Show Cause Notice dated 05.02.2010 and its reply dated 06.03.2010 was considered by NRC in its 163rd meeting and recognition was withdrawn for B.Ed. course vide NRC order dated 21.09.2010. 

4. The institution moved to the court and Hon’ble High Court of Rajasthan at Jaipur ordered fresh inspection which was refused by the institution, for the reason vide para-1&2 above.  

5. Since the inspection has been refused by the institution, the case has been considered afresh on the basis of the available records. The reply of the institution dated 06.03.2010 with reference of the Show Cause Notice by NRC dated 05.02.2010 has been considered and following observations made  :- 

a) The institution submitted a list of faculty alongwith the minutes of the Selection Committee held on 23.06.2009. The list has no approval of the University, although the Selection Committee had the representative of the University. The institution has not submitted the list of faculty that they engaged during the period from 2006-07 i.e. the year of recognition, to the establish that the institution has been functioning with proper faculty during this period and did not violate the NCTE Norms. 

b) The Photographs of the Labs submitted by the Institution clearly indicates that the Labs have not been developed properly. The equipments / apparatus has been displayed on removable tables and no experimental table with associated water / drainage arrangement has been provided. This shows that the institution has been functioning without proper labs in violation of the NCTE Norms.

c) The institution has shifted to its new building, where the inspection was conducted on 07.12.2009. The land on which new building has been constructed bears no. as 527/2, 528/2, as reported by the Visiting Team. The exact area of the land, supported by the certified copy of the land document has not been submitted, which needs to be provided alongwith the Building plan and Building Completion Certificate of the new building duly approved by the Competent Authority. 

The reply of the institution on the above points be obtained within 30 days. In case institution fails to submits proper reply with supporting documents within stipulated time the withdrawal of recognition vide order dated 21.09.2010 would be confirmed in compliance to the orders of the Hon’ble High Court of Rajasthan at Jaipur.

	The Doon Vallay Trust vide its letter No. 1545 dated 20.11.2010 submitted by Chairman of the Trust, whose name is not indicated, requested that the Doon Vally College of Education, Chirao (Karnal) having 100 seats of B.Ed. course be allowed to Shift its premises from Chirao to another premises at Sector-17, Near Fir Brigade Station, Karnal. In this request they also referred to their earlier application wherein they sought permission for shifting this college to one of their another existing college namely Doon Vally Institute of Education, Karnal. They themselves decided that since this merging is not possible, the proposal to shift the institution at Sector-17, Near Fire Brigade Station, Karnal be approved. 
The request of the Society has been considered and since the institution has not submitted any details about the land ownership, building plan etc. for the site where they proposed to shift the institution, the request has been rejected. The request has also been rejected, as the reason sought for transfer e.g remote and rural area is not acceptable, in view of the fact that such colleges needs to be located in rural / remote areas. 

The fee of Rs. 40,000/- submitted by the society be returned to them.

	The institution submitted a copy of the Court order dated 01.02.2011 on 07.02.2011. The institution did not submit any further details, as asked by NRC, in its letter dated 07.02.2011. However, in compliance to the court orders, the entire case of the institution has been considered and following observation made :-
1. The minutes of the Selection Committee at 30.01.2010 has been perused. The Selection Committee comprised of only two members one representative of the management and other representative of the University namely Shri S.S. Soti  (Retd.). The Selection Committee in its proceedings mentions “following candidate appeared and selected” and this has been mentioned both for the case of Principal at Lecturers. This precisely means that only one candidate appeared for interview for the post of principal and 7 appeared for lecturers and all of them were selected. This happened when the institution advertised for 14 posts of Lecturers. This clearly establishes that the institution did not follow, the selection procedure properly and had picked up faculty members in an arbitrary manner, with the help of the University nominee. The institution at no stage provided any list of applicants, who appeared for the interview, before the Selection Committee. 
2. Since the NRC is insisting on total details about selection procedure in all cases, the failure of the institution to provide complete details and insistence on accepting University;s approval on the face value will not be appropriate. NRC has come to various instances where despite University’s approval the qualification of the candidates selected was no as per norms and even procedure for selection was not observed. 
As such, the institution be asked to submit the following details :- 

1. The total number of candidates, who applied for the post of Principal and Lecturers in response to the advertisement of the institution for 1 post of Principal and 14 posts of Lecturers. 
2. The total number of candidates who were called for interview and who appeared for the interview, including a signed copy of the list of candidates, who appeared for the interview. 

3. A copy of the relevant Regulation / Ordinance of the University indicating that a Selection Committee comprising of only two members (out of which only one is the subject experts) would be sufficient for making selection to the post of Principal and Lecturers in the University. 
Hence NRC decided that clarification on the above points be sought from the institution within 30 days of issue of clarification letter.

	In pursuance to the orders of the Hon’ble Court application of the institution particularly the reply dated 16.06.2009 to the Show Cause Notice dated 25.03.2009 has been considered afresh and following observations made : 

1. The institution was allotted 1.32 Acres of land by HUDA vide the letter dated 19.07.1990 for establishment of a Primary School. The institution has given no explanation as to whether they established a Primary School on this land and now intend to establish a B.Ed. college in the same premises / Land or else they could not establish the Primary School and are now proposing a B.Ed. college instead. In that event, an NOC from HUDA would be necessary. 

2. The building for the proposed B.Ed. course in it’s the name of Vivekanand College of Engineer Education. The building plan is not approved by any authority / HUDA. Moreover, the plan is for second and 3rd Floor, with no indication about nature of usage of ground and first floor. In case the lower two floors are for Primary School or for any other purpose (Engineer College, as is mentioned in the map), the plan cannot be accepted for B.Ed. College, as the NCTE Regulation requires a separate entity for a teacher education course and it cannot run alongwith a School / Engineer College.

3. Contrary to the submission of the counsel for the petitioners that the objection regarding deposit of FDR’, have been met, the institution did not submit, original FDR’s issued by Oriented Bank of Commerce, Gurgaon. The notarized photocopy of FDR available on the file cannot be accepted in lieu of the original FDR’s. 

4. The occupation certificate submitted by the application in lieu of the Building Completion Certificate about completion of Ground, first and second floor is for a building of “School Site”. The unapproved plan submitted by the applicant is for second and third floor. As such, there is no Building Completion Certificate for the proposed building on 2nd and 3rd floor. Even though it required approval of HUDA at the initial Stage itself. The certificate also establish that proposed B.Ed. course is on a Primary School building. 

In view of the above, NRC decided to confirm its earlier order dated 07.07.2009 closing the application of the institution for B.Ed. Course.

	The Visiting Team Report is positive. The CD taken at the time of inspection was carefully perused and following observation made.  
The building where inspection has been conducted has a built up area of 5260 Square Meter, which is much more than the requirement. The institution in its application has left column related to existing Teacher Training Courses and existing course other than  the proposed Teacher Training Courses as blank. As such, the institution be asked to submit details about the existing courses with following supporting certification. 
1. A certificate from the University that they are not conducting any Graduate / PG level course in the said campus. 

2. A certificate forms the District Education Officer / Basic Shiksha Adhikari that no Secondary School is being run in the said premises. 

In view of the above NRC decided to issue Show Cause Notice to the institution in the section 14(3)(b) of NCTE Act, 1993 for reply within 30 days of issue of Show Cause Notice.

	The Visiting report and the CD taken at the time of inspection was considered and following observations made : 
1. The institutions in its proposed building plan has mentioned built up area as 1620.22 Square Meter. The essential data format submitted by the V.T. Members, duly signed by the Management has not given any details about the built up area and has simply said, “Plan Attached”. Dimensions of various class rooms / hall / tables etc. are therefore not available, and have not been provided by the management, to be duly verified by the inspection team. The institution, building completion certificate is also silent about total built up space. 
2. The institution lacks the infrastructure as is evident from the CD. The Classroom furniture is School furniture comprising of long tables and benches, which are without back support, and is therefore not suitable for grown up students of D.El.Ed. course. 

3. It is apparent from CD that the building is being used for School or for other Graduate / Post Graduate courses. The institution has left the column related to existing Teacher Training Courses, course other than teacher education courses being run in the same premises as blank. This renders the application as incomplete. 
4. The labs, in the building has not been properly developed. The science lab only displays equipment / apparatus on removable tables and no experimental table has been built, with associated sink and water drainage arrangement. There is no storage arrangement for keeping the apparatus / equipment and chemical. As such, the institution converted a room to project it as a ‘science-lab’, at the time of inspection and it has no science lab worth the name. 
5. The library of the institution is thoroughly in-adequate, even when the VTR reported that it has 1580 books, apparently the library is not having 1000 titles on relevant subject, as required as per NCTE Norms. There are good numbers of multiple copies of same books. The library is not having a photocopier and computer with internet facility. 
6. The Psychology Lab is thoroughly inadequate, it is not having sufficient number of apparatus / tests needed and has no storage space.  Here again a room was arranged for inspection purposes. 

7. The Playground is not at all developed. 

In view of the above NRC decided to issue Show Cause Notice to the institution in the section 14(3)(b) of NCTE Act, 1993 for reply within 30 days of issue of Show Cause Notice.

	The Visiting Team report was perused. Since the CD taken at the time of inspection has not been submitted, institution be asked to provide a copy of the CD.

	The VTR alongwith CD taken at the time of inspection on 21.08.2010 has been considered and following observation made : 

The institution has not provided detail of available infrastructure and dimention of various classrooms, lab etc. in the essential data format attached with VT Report. The institution in a separate affidavit submitted that they have a total built up area of 1769.22 Square Meter. Even if it is accepted on its face value, the institution has not given the details of the total space made available to the proposed B.Ed. course. The contention of the institution that the entire building is for the proposed B.Ed. course cannot be accepted, as the institution is an affiliated degree college of the Purvanchal University, Jaunpur with a BA course in 9 subjects having more than one thousand students on roll. As such, the available built up space for the proposed B.Ed. course is much less that the required 1500 Sq. Meter, as per NCTE Norms. The Multipurpose Hall is apparently of small size and is not of 150 Square Meter, as required as per NCTE Norms. 

2. The infrastructure made available is very poor. The classroom furniture provided comprised of long table and benches, without back support, which cannot be accepted for a B.Ed. course. 
3. The institution has not developed proper science lab needed for a B.Ed. course. It got the inspection conducted in the Chemistry lab and Biology lab of a B.Sc. / BA (Home Science) or Senior Secondary School. Apparently they would ultimately share the lab with B.Ed. course. Since the requirement of B.Ed. Science lab, as a composite lab comprising of equipments, apparatus needed for Teaching experiments at Secondary School level, is entirely different, the present lab is not suited for B.Ed. course. 

4. The language lab has not been properly developed. Each unit comprising of lingua phone etc. needs to be totally segregated with each other, with proper fixed structure. The present arrangement, wherein Computer alongwith mikes etc. were displayed, was apparently a temporary arrangement, specifically for the inspection purpose.  
5. The Psychology lab is inadequate and is not having the required space and tests. Moreover no storage capacity has been provided. This was again temporary arrangement for inspection purpose only. 

6. The Playgrounds are not at all developed. 
In view of the above NRC decided to issue Show Cause Notice to the institution in the section 14(3)(b) of NCTE Act, 1993 for reply within 30 days of issue of Show Cause Notice.

	The inspection team report on the inspection conducted on 01.10.2010 has been carefully considered alongwith the CD and following observations made : 
1. The building plan now submitted to the Visiting Team report is undated and has not been approved by any Civil Authority. It is signed by the secretary of the society and a Private Architect. The total “proposed built up area” given in the plan is 11,208, Sq.ft. which is less than the prescribed norm of 1500 Sq. meter, moreover, the institution on earlier occasion submitted undated building plans, showing different built up area. The plan submitted to the Visiting Team on 02.10.2008 mentioned existing built-up area as 16740 Sq. ft.. This makes the total built up area available for the course as totally unreliable. The building as shown in the CD is an old building and the building plans submitted are therefore not authentic, as they are undated. The available built up area is therefore short of the required 1500 Sq. meter as per NCTE Norms.  

2. The inspection has obviously been got conducted by management in a building, which is quite old and has been apparently used for running a School. This is evident from the CD and the classroom furniture provided, which comprises of long table and benches (without back support) and which are of smaller size meant for School children.  

3. The Science Lab has not been developed at all. There is no experimental table with associated arrangement of water and drainage. The equipments / apparatus were simply displayed on removable table for inspection purpose. There is no arrangement for storage of apparatus / equipments and chemicals. 

4. The language lab has not been properly developed. The lingua phones etc. were displayed on individual tables, without any fixed structure and without having segregated seating arrangement. The tables / benches used here is School furniture for Small children. 
5. The Multipurpose Hall has not been properly made. It has no public address system and elevated platforms with dias and public address system. The furniture comprised of plastic chairs only. 
6. The library books have been stocked in a pile up manner and apparently no accessation has been made and no proper classified storage has been organized. This also establishes that the building is not for B.Ed. College

In view of the above NRC decided to issue Show Cause Notice to the institution in the section 14(3)(b) of NCTE Act, 1993 for reply within 30 days of issue of Show Cause Notice.

	The Visiting Team report, alongwith CD has been carefully considered and following observations made : 
1. The building plan where the inspection was conducted has not been developed for the B.Ed. course. None of the laboratories have any fixed structure, the classroom furniture comprises of tables and long benches, which are meant for school and not for a D.Ed. college.   

2. The Science labs has not been developed with experimental tables and arrangement for the storage of equipments / apparatus / model etc.. The sink provided between to removable tables is a temporary arrangement.  The display on the table was for the purpose of inspection. 

3. The ET lab has not been developed. Computers provided in the lab were displayed for inspection purpose only, as they were not functional and even electrical points were not provided. This arrangement was also temporary for inspection purpose. 
4. The language lab has not been developed. The placement of the computers with headphone is not as per the requirement of language lab, which need to have separate station for each student, segregated from others and having audio system with speakers or headphone, connected to a master console and completely networked, as recommended by NCTE in its manual on organizing teacher learning resources for teacher education institutions. 

5. The building plan submitted by the institution is undated, and does not give details of total built up area. No completion certificate giving details about the built up area has been provided except that the Sarpanch recorded on the Building plan itself that the building is completed. The total built up area as indicated by VT in its essential data is only 7.730 Sq. ft. which is much less than the requirement of 1500 Sq. meter as per NCTE Norms. 

6. The arrangement for toilets etc. in not at all hygienic. The building has been used for other purpose making it very filthy. The urinal provided are at lower height, which is meant for school children. 

7. The multipurpose hall has no dias in form of a raised platform, with public address system. The furniture kept there comprised of plastic lawn chairs   

In view of the above NRC decided to issue Show Cause Notice to the institution in the section 14(3)(b) of NCTE Act, 1993 for reply within 30 days of issue of Show Cause Notice.

	The institution was recognized for a B.Ed. course from 2007-08 session and for additional intake of another 100 seats from the session 2008-09. The permission was accorded on the land owned on lease by the Society i.e. Sri Krishna Vidyalaya Prabhandak Samiti and there was no stipulation in the sanction that the institution will shift to another building. The society built a separate building applied for permission to shift on 18th January, 2010. The matter was considered by 161st Meeting of NRC and it was decided to conduct the inspection of the new building / site. 
The inspection report dated 01.10.2010 and CD taken on this occasion has been considered and following observations made : 

1. The Visiting Team observed that the society needs to appoint a Principal and Faculty of the institution by following the due process of selection. It has been seen that the institution’s faculty for the session 2010-11 is entirety new and different from the list submitted at the time of initial recognition and subsequent recognition for additional intake. The institution has been changing its faculty and has not been obtaining approved from the University for any Subsequent Changes in the faculty which is rather abnormal and is not due to normal attrition rate. The institution has been doing so in violation of the NCTE Norms. Moreover the Salary Register submitted by the institution to indicate the payment also contains different names and has only 3 names in this register in the list of faculty for 2010-11.   

2. The institution has submitted a building plan approved by Nagar Palika Padampur, while completion certificate has been submitted by the Sarpanch, Padampur. The two certification / should have been by the same authority i.e. Nagar Palika no this case. 
3. A perusal of the CD clearly shows that building has not been provided for necessary infrastructure needed for a B.Ed. course, which is evident from the following 

a) The furniture in the classrooms, provided is for small children of School and not for a B.Ed. College. Tables are very small in size and the plastic chairs are also not matching and not suitable as classroom furniture.
b)  Laboratories have not been properly developed. The science labs are without any fixed and experimental table, structure. The equipments / application kept in the lab are for Physics and Chemistry lab of a Senior Secondary School. The requirement for a B.Ed. science lab is entirety different. 
c) The psychology lab has also not been developed. The test displayed on removable table was only for inspection purpose. The lab lack furniture and storage almirah. It was only a temporary arrangement for inspection. 
d) The language lab has not been provided at all, which needed to be developed as per recommendation of NCTE considered in its Manual for the Teacher Education Institution. 
The institution has therefore been run in violation of the NCTE Norms for appointment of Faculty and for teaching infrastructure. As such, Show Cause Notice under section 17 of NCTE Act, 1993 be issued, for withdrawal of recognition of the institution. The institution may submit its written representation within 30 days.

	The V.T. Report dated 20.10.2010 and CD has been carefully examined and following observation were made : 
1. The applicant Society namely Seva Educational and Welfare Trust has named the institution as Shanti Niketan Institution of Technology. Since it is a misnomer, the name of the institution needs to be changed to reflect that it is a Teacher Training Institution e.g. it may be Shanti Niketan Institution of Education. 

2. The building of the institution was not complete on the date of inspection outer plastering of the building and doors / windows of some of the rooms were not complete. 

3. The Science Lab needs to be properly built up and developed with associated sink, water / drainage arrangement and proper storage capacity to keep the equipments, apparatus chemical, etc.. 

4. Language Lab has not been developed, which needed to be developed as part of ICT Resource centre in accordance with the recommendation of NCTE as contained in its manual for the Teacher Training Institution for organizing Teaching Training Resources. 

5. The institution needs to be made co-educational instead of for girls only, due to its in-accessibility and non-availability of residential facilities in the vicinity, in view of the observation of the Visiting Team. 

6. Playgrounds have not been developed.  
In view of the above NRC decided to issue Show Cause Notice to the institution in the section 14(3)(b) of NCTE Act, 1993 for reply within 30 days of issue of Show Cause Notice.

2. The Library Chairs and Chairs in multipurpose Hall comprises of Plastic Lawn Chairs which are not appropriate for a B.Ed. College. 
In view of the above NRC decided to issue Show Cause Notice to the institution in the section 14(3)(b) of NCTE Act, 1993 for reply within 30 days of issue of Show Cause Notice.

ii) The Science Lab is not properly developed. It lacks proper storage space for equipments and apparatus. The water supply and drainage system is not properly integrated with the experimental table. The additional top tape provided on the sink is extraneous and looks odd.  

iii) The institution did not deposit Rs. 40,000/- as per decision of NRC in its 161st Meeting.

	The Visiting Team Report alongwith the CD taken at the time in inspection was carefully considered and following observations made : 

1. The entire Complex is huge and under construction. Various buildings are yet to be completed. Inspection was got conducted is one portion of the building. The institution in its application has not given any details about existing courses being run or proposed to be run in the premises. The entire Complex appears to be for a School building. The Society needs to establish that is does not purpose to conduct other courses in the building. In any case, recognition of a course in an under construction complex is not possible. The institution in its application left the column related to other courses being conducted and proposed as blank. 
2. The approach road within campus is under construction and campus field and its Playground are not developed. 

3. The Completion Certificate dated 20.07.2010 indicating that 1746.99 Sq. meter covered area having been constructed is not acceptable, as it is contrary to the fact as the building is under construction. Moreover the certificate is not issued by the authority, which approved the building plan i.e. Executive Office, Municipal Corporation Atmadpur Agra.  

In view of the above NRC decided to issue Show Cause Notice to the institution in the section 14(3)(b) of NCTE Act, 1993 for reply within 30 days of issue of Show Cause Notice.

	The Visiting Team Report alongwith the CD taken at the time in inspection was carefully considered and following observations made : 

1. The built space make available for the said course in a Degree College having 3 years B.A. course is not properly earmarked and is less than the required space of 1500 Square meter. The available space is only 1217 Sq. meter (except Multipurpose Hall at ET Lab, which were not shown in the building plan). 
2. The Multipurpose Hall is not having adequate furniture suited for the Hall. The long table with long benches are not suitable for a Multipurpose Hall. 
3. The laboratories are not properly developed, in view of following :-
a) Science Lab has not been developed at all. Display of equipments on removable tables was done at the time of inspection. It   lacks experimental tables associated water & drainage system proper storage capacity for equipments / chemical. A classroom was used for display at the time of inspection. 

b) Psychology Lab is similarly thoroughly inadequate. Display on removable tables in a classroom is not a proper lab. This would ultimately result in usage of the classroom for other purpose, after the inspection.

In view of the above NRC decided to issue Show Cause Notice to the institution in the section 14(3)(b) of NCTE Act, 1993 for reply within 30 days of issue of Show Cause Notice.
