NOTICE TO ALL RECOGNISED & PROSPECTIVE  TEACHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS

DETAILS REGARDING NCTE RULES, REGULATIONS, NORMS  & STANDARDS FOR STRENGTHENING THE TEACHER EDUCATOIN INSTITUTIONS   
The Northern Regional Committee (NRC)   in its 188th meeting held from Nov. 11th to 15th 2011 discussed the matter on the above cited subject.  The Northern Regional Committee after, going through the relevant provisions of the NCTE Act, Rules & Regulations,  is of the  view that  in order to further strengthen & streamline the system of the teacher education, the following  measures should be  adopted:-

(a) The Northern Regional Committee has decided that the office of  NRC  shall obtain the following documents from the existing & prospective institutions from time to time as per the  requirements of the NCTE Act, Rules & Regulations.

(i) Details about infrastructure etc. as per clause 7(4) of the NCTE Regulations, 2009 duly sworn before the  Notary Public/ADM/SDM or First Class Magistrate (as per the  prescribed format).  The same shall be required to be filled in by the institution as per the prescribed format to be verified by the Visiting Team at the time of inspection of the institution.

(ii) A building completion certificate duly issued by the approved/authorized engineer/architect certified by the competent govt. authority/local govt. body duly countersigned by the authorized representative of the management of the institution as per the prescribed format.

(iii) A list of qualified faculty duly appointed as per the provisions  of the NCTE Regulations, 2009 indicating qualification, percentage of marks, teaching experience etc. alongwith attested copy of professional qualification & experience  certificate  and attested photographs of staff  duly countersigned by the competent authority  of the affiliating body or  endorsement of the same by submitting a written approval of the competent authority of the affiliating body  as per the prescribed format.

(iv) Submission of an undertaking relating to adherence  to the NCTE Act, Rules & Regulations  by all the  existing & proposed teacher education  institutions as per the prescribed format.
The Northern Regional Committee has also decided  that all the existing & prospective  teacher education  institutions shall upload the details as per the formats mentioned at (i) to (iv) above as per provisions of the NCTE Act, Rules & Regulations including norms & standards there under   in their websites under intimation to the NRC, NCTE  in writing  within 30 days from the upload of the formats in the website of the NRC, NCTE.   
The Northern Regional Committee also decided the following:-

(b) The Northern Regional Committee has decided that  all the prospective   institutions shall be required to submit the building plan giving the   complete  details  of the land & building viz.  plot no., land & built up area, size of rooms as per provisions  of the NCTE Regulations, 2009 which shall be duly prepared by the approved Engineer/architect  certified by the competent civil authority/local body authority. 

(c) The Northern Regional Committee has decided that  all the existing & prospective institutions   while submitting its reply/representation/compliance  to the NRC, NCTE  as asked for by the NRC, NCTE from time to time  shall be accompanied with an Affidavit in support of the reply of the institution alongwith all necessary documents as per provisions  of the NCTE Act, Rules & Regulations. 

INST RUCTIONS REGARDING PERFORMANCE APPRAISAL REPORT (PAR)

As  per the terms and conditions of the recognition order issued to recognized institutions, it is mandatory for all the recognized teacher education institutions to submit a Self-Appraisal Report at the end of each academic year i.e. before September of every year as per the prescribed proforma available  on the NCTE website.  The NRC, NCTE would also regularly monitor the functioning of the teacher education institutions recognized by it, with a view to ensure that they function as per the notified norms and standards.  Therefore, all the teacher education institutions offering different teacher education course, recognized by the NCTE, are hereby directed to submit the PARs before September of every year as per the prescribed proforma available on the website.
INSTRUCTIONS  REGARDING ENDOWMENT FUND & RESERVE FUND


In terms of provision 10 (1) of NCTE Regulations, 2009 in the case of self financed institutions including Government / Government aided institutions running a course on self financing basis, there shall be an endowment fund of Rs. 5.00 Lakh per course per unit and a reserve fund of Rs. 3.00 lakh per course per unit of approved intake, in the form of a Fixed Deposit of one year in a Scheduled  Bank which shall be converted into a FDR in the joint name  of an authorized representative  of the management and the Regional Director concerned, in case  the letter of intent under sub clause  9 of Regulation 7 is issued to the institution and the same shall be maintained perpetually by way of renewal of FDR thereafter at  intervals of every five years.

Therefore, the endowment fund and reserve fund shall be operated jointly by the authorized representative of the management and an officer of the Regional Committee concerned.

In compliance of the above, the NRC is regularly sending the old  FDRs submitted by the institution  alongwith the required authority letter of the RD, NRC   with the request  to convert the above FDRs in the joint operation in capacity of your management and Regional Director of NRC, Jaipur.  The NRC has also been asking the institution to submit ‘Form A’ to be issued by the concerned Bank Manager in support of institution claim that they have converted the FDRs into the joint account.    
However, it has come to notice that the institutions are not sending their compliance by  converting the   FDRs in joint operation and also submitting a Form A from the concerned bank authorities .
All the recognized teacher training institutions  are directed to submit its compliance on this account by  converting the   FDRs in joint operation and  a photocopy of FDRs alongwith Form ’A’ duly issued by  the concerned Bank Manager  shall be forwarded to this office within 30 days from the date of issue of this notice positively.  In addition, if any of the recognized teacher education  institutions  has not got the required authorization from the Regional Director, NRC shall also immediately approach by making a written representation to the RD,  NRC, NCTE so as to ensure compliance of provisions of clause 10(1) of the NCTE Regulations, 2009. 

INSTITUTIONS  RUNNING ON RENTED PREMISES
As per provisions  of clause 8(11) the NCTE Regulations, 2009
“In  case of change of premises, prior approval of the Regional Committee concerned shall be necessary, which could be accorded after due inspection of the institution at the new site.  Application for change of premises, in triplicate, in the specified format along with other relevant documents shall be submitted by the institution to the Regional Office for prior approval of change of premises.  The change can be permitted to a site which, if applied initially, could have qualified for establishment of an institution as per specified norms of NCTE.  The change shall be displayed on website there after.  The application for change of premises shall be accompanied by a demand draft of Rs. 40,000/- of a Nationalized Bank drawn in favour of the MS, NCTE and payable at the city where the Regional Committee is located.  The fee may also be paid online at the bank designated by the NCTE.”


Those recognized institutions which are still running on rented premises even after completion of three year/session are also hereby directed to submit their application for shifting their premises to   their permanent premises immediately by complying the above provisions failing which the  onus of getting the permission shall lies upon the institution & if the institution found violating the above provisions the same shall be dealt legally.
LAUNCHING & UPDATION OF THE INSTIUTION WEBSITE
As  per clause 7 (10) of the NCTE Regulation, 2009:-
“All the applicant  institution shall launch their own website with hyperlink to National Council for Teacher Education and corresponding Regional Office website soon after the receipt of the letter of intent from the Regional Committee, as provided under sub-regulation (9) covering, inter alia, the details of the institution, its location, name of the course applied for with intake, availability of physical infrastructure such as land, building, office, classrooms, and other facilities or amenities, instructional facilities such as laboratory, library etc. and the particulars of their proposed teaching faculty with photograph and the particulars of their proposed teaching faculty with photograph and non-teaching staff etc. with photographs, permanent account number or unique identity number of the teacher educators, whenever issued by National Council for Teacher Education, for information of all concerned. The information with regard to the following shall also be made available on the website:-

a) Sanctioned programmes along with annual intake in the institution;

b) Name of faculty and staff in full as mentioned in school certificate along with their qualifications, scale of pay and photograph;

c) Name of faculty members who left or joined during the last quarter;

d) Names of students admitted during the current session along with qualification, percentage of marks in the qualifying examination and in the entrance test, if any, date of admission, etc.;

e) Fee charged from students;

f) Available infrastructural facilities;

g) Facilities added during the last quarter;

h) Number of books in the library, journals subscribed to and additions, if any, in the last quarter; 

(i) The institution shall be free to post additional relevant information, if it so desires.
(ii) Any wrong or incomplete information on website shall render the institution liable for withdrawal of recognition.     
Therefore, all the recognized & prospective institution shall ensure compliance of the above provisions under  clause 7(10)  of the NCTE Regulation, 2009 and ensure their own website with hyperlink to National Council for Teacher Education and corresponding Regional Office websites.

It may be noted by all the teacher education institutions that as per the provisions of the NCTE Act, Rules & Regulations it is the responsibility of every teacher education   institution to fulfill the required provisions of the NCTE Act, Rules & Regulations including norms & standards thereof published by the NCTE from time to time and it is binding upon all the teacher education  institutions   to follow the same  for running a teacher education progamme.  Due to paucity of time it may not be feasible to get every institution physically inspected every time on regular intervals to check the veracity of facts & figures by the Visiting Team, however it is the duty of the individual institution to follow the required norms & standards as amended from time to time as per provisions of the NCTE Act, Rules & Regulations.
If any institution found not fulfilling the required norms & standards as applicable as per provisions of the NCTE Act, Rules & Regulations  on the date of any physical verification by the NRC, NCTE, strict action against such an institution shall be taken and the entire responsibility shall be lies upon that erring institution.  Non-compliance of the above direction shall be viewed seriously and action under section 17 of the NCTE Act, 1993 shall be initiated against such erring institutions. 
It is ,therefore, directed   to all recognized & prospective  teacher education institutions   to comply with the above directions of the NRC, NCTE  immediately  as per applicability of the provisions of the NCTE Act, Rules & Regulations.  All the recognized/prospective  teacher education institutions are required to send their compliance report within 30 days of issue of this notice.  The prospective  institutions  shall also submit their necessary compliance   immediately   failing which process of refusal of their application shall be undertaken.  All the relevant prescribed proforma are available on the NRC, NCTE website namely nrcncte.org . 

No separate letter will be issued to the Institutions in this regard.
