IMPORTANT DECISIONS TAKEN BY NRC / NCTE-HQrs

RDs MEETING HELD ON 11th June 2007

In case the deficiencies conveyed to the applicant institutions which are required to be removed within ninety days, are not removed within 90 days, the case should be treated as closed.  No further reminders need to be issued to such institutions thereafter.

RDs MEETING HELD ON 16th July 2007

With regard to decision in the previous meeting that no VT member shall be sent for inspection for more than 5 institutions in a year, it was clarified that if all the experts from the list of experts have been deputed for visits to 5 institutions, then under such circumstances, a member can be sent for more than 5 visits for inspection in a year on rotation basis.  It was also clarified that the year in this case refers to calendar year and not financial year.

It was directed that only those applications which are complete in all respects should be placed before the Committee for consideration.  The practice of issuing repeated notices to applicant institutions for removal of deficiencies particularly after the applications has been placed in the meeting of the Regional Committee, is not desirable.  In cases of non-response/ non removal of deficiency, the application should be rejected.

DECISION TAKEN IN RD MEEING HELD ON 14TH SEPT 07

It was clarified that the same management can start different programmes of teacher education in the same building or premise where one of their teacher education programme is already being conducted.  However, different institutions under different management can not be permitted to share common building or premises.

Wherever the orders of the Regional Committees are reversed by the Appeals Committee, the Regional Directors can themselves issue revised orders without having to place them before the RCs first for approval.  It would suffice if such action is reported to the RCs in the meeting conveyed thereafter for information.

It was clarified that whenever VT is constituted for re-inspection of the institutions on the directions of the Appeals Committee, only experts should be sent and not Regional Committee members for inspection.

It was directed that the Visiting Teams should be asked to verify the details given in the Affidavits particularly with respect to land and building, and that, the VT should bring complies of valid documents like registered lease deed etc for submission to the office of the concerned Regional Committee.

It was directed that all the proposals received upto 31.12.2004 in the Regional Committees on the basis of pre-2006 Regulations should be immediately treated as closed after fulfilling the requirement of Section 14/15 of the NCTE Act.

DECISION TAKEN IN 121-2nd sitting of NRC held on 16th-17th Sept 2007

The Rajasthan Government representative in the NRC informed the Committee that the counselling for the B.Ed course started in June and it will continue till 7th October 2007.  

The Committee noted that the students from the first counselling have already been admitted and admission processing is also going on.  The Committee could not understand how 200 working days will be completed by the students who will join after 6th October.  The Committee requested the Rajasthan Govt representative to give the details about the completion of 200 working days for the students who will be admitted after 8th Oct 07.  The committee also expressed their concern as to how counselling is continuing for more than four months. 

DECISION TAKEN IN 121-3rd sitting of NRC held on 25th-26th September 2007

The Committee after thorough discussions and deliberation decided the following: -

(i) All the institutions at the time of inspection be directed to submit the earmarked area for different courses / schools being run in the premises, Affidavits about the staff.

(ii) If the institutions are applying for more than one courses and are coming in one meeting of NRC, then all the items be clubbed together and be placed before the Committee.

(iii) In the Essential data sheet to be submitted by the Inspection team both the Secretary / REpresetative of the college and the Inspection team have to sign.

(iv) Regional Director must approach NCTE-HQrs for notification of the decision taken in RDs meeting that if more than one application is received from one institution, then only one application be entertained.

(v) In one instance not more than two courses be permitted u/s 15 of the NCTE Act.

(vi) No institution be permitted to have more than two units of the B.Ed course.  In case of proven institutions where the quality of infrastructure are of high degree a maximum of three units be permitted.

(vii) In cases where the Committee decided to serve Show Cause Notice on the issue that the Building is under construction, the matter must not be placed before the Committee before two months.

(viii) If the NRC meetings are held more than once a month, the same case should not come two times in a month.

DECISION TAKEN IN 122nd meeting of NRC held on 8th-9th October 2007

1. The Experts from Chandigarh should not be deputed to the State of Haryana and Punjab.

2. In places where one person is shown as Principal at more than one colleges, such person be identified and legal action be initiated against such people. Further, the committee decided that inspection U/s 17 of the NCTE Act be conducted for all the colleges where such type of persons are shown as Principal.

3. The committee decided that no matter will come before the Committee which has not come 15 days prior to the meeting date during working hours in the office of RD.

4. Any expert who is in the expert panel of NRC and running his own college should not be deputed for inspections henceforth.

5. The Committee also decided to inspect National College of Education, Chupki, Patiala u/s 17 of the NCTE Act as complaints have been received to the members about this college.

6. Since counseling in Rajasthan is continuing for the last five months, though we had information that it would end in July.  One batch of students have already joined in July.  In the last meeting the committee had expressed its concern also.  In view of that B.Ed. cases of Rajasthan will be considered if time permits but not on priority.   It must be noted that number of meetings devoted time on Rajasthan B.Ed. cases because their counseling was going at that time.  Justice must be given to all states.  However STC, NTT and M.Ed. courses of Rajasthan the counseling started later shall be considered before B.Ed. cases of Rajasthan.

IN AGENDA ITEM NO. 122.02. (C)HR-4

The Committee noted that the Assistant Director Colleges-II, Higher education Department, Govt of Haryana vide Memo NO. 12/16-2003 C-II (3) dated 21st September 2007 in response to letter issued by the office of NRC has responded that:

“There are nearly 150 colleges operating in the State and another 20 are likely to be opened in the near future for which proposals are under consideration. Therefore, the State Government is of the opinion that no more B.Ed colleges should be opened in the State for the present as operations of such large number of B.Ed colleges will compromise quality of education and some children may even get exploited. Moreover, the educational institutions should expand gradually. It is therefore requested that no more applications for opening of B.Ed colleges from the State of Haryana may be entertained.”

The Committee decided that the letter be addressed to Secretary, Higher Education, Govt of Haryana asking for further details about this letter and a policy decision of the Government in this regard.
